Forbidden in Islam (Haraam - forbidden, unlawful)

Indeed, all praise belongs to Allah. We praise Him, seek His Aid
and His Forgiveness and we seek refuge in Allah from the evil of
ourselves and the evil of our actions. Whomsoever Allah guides,
none can misguide; and whomsoever Allah leaves unguided, none
can guide thereafter. | bear witness that there is none worthy of
worship except Allah, who is alone without partners, and | bear
witness that Prophet Muhammad (Peace be upon him) is His slave
and Messenger. May Allah praise Prophet Muhammad (Peace be
upon him), his family, his companions, and whoever follows them
in goodness and keep them safe from all evil.

Haraam is an Arabic word meaning "forbidden". Haraam acts are
prohibited in the religious texts of the Holy Qur’an and the
authentic Hadith. If something is considered haraam, it remains
prohibited no matter how good the intention is, or how honourable
the purpose is.

This book is based on forbidden things in Islam.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Bagarah. 2: Verse.173

He has forbidden you only the Maitah (dead animals), and blood,
and the flesh of swine, and that which is slaughtered as a sacrifice
for others than Allah (or has been slaughtered for idols, on which
Allah's Name has not been mentioned while slaughtering). But if
one is forced by necessity without wilful disobedience nor
transgressing due limits, then there is no sin on him. Truly, Allah is
Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah An-Nisaa. 4: Verse. 48

Verily, Allah forgives not that partners should be set up with him
in worship, but He forgives except that (anything else) to whom He
wills; and whoever sets up partners with Allah in worship, he has
indeed invented a tremendous sin.
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The Holy Qur’an: Surah Az-Zumar. 39: Verse. 65

And indeed it has been revealed to you (O Muhammad Sallallahu
Alayhi wa Sallam), as it was to those (Allah's Messengers) before
you: "If you join others in worship with Allah, (then) surely (all)
your deeds will be in vain, and you will certainly be among the
losers."

When you study The Holy Qur’an and authentic Hadith you will
find all the forbidden things in Islam having some medical and
scientific reasons behind them.

This book is a collection of the Holy Qur’an verses, authentic
Hadith and based on true historical events.

It’s about Islam but not only for Muslims......
Behind this book, my intention is to save Muslims from hellfire.

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CHAPTER: 1

Associating partners with Allah (Shirk)

One of the most important things Muslims must know is that
associating partners with Allah in worship is forbidden (Shirk) in
Islam. Muslims must believe in the Oneness of Allah.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Bagarah. 2: Verse. 8
And of mankind, there are some (hypocrites) who say: "We believe
in Allah and the Last Day" while in fact, they believe not.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Bagarah. 2: Verse. 9
They (think to) deceive Allah and those who believe, while they
only deceive themselves, and perceive (it) not!

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Bagarah. 2: Verse. 10

In their hearts is a disease (of doubt and hypocrisy) and Allah has
increased their disease. A painful torment is theirs because they
used to tell lies.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Bagarah. 2: Verse. 13

And when it is said to them (hypocrites): "Believe as the people
(followers of Muhammad Peace be upon him, Al-Ansar and Al-
Mubhajirun) have believed,” they say: "Shall we believe as the fools
have believed?" Verily, they are the fools, but they know not.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Bagarah. 2: Verse. 14

And when they meet those who believe, they say: "We believe,"
but when they are alone with their Shayatin (devils-polytheists,
hypocrites, etc.), they say: "Truly, we are with you; verily, we
were but mocking."

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al- Bagarah. 2: Verse. 15
Allah mocks at them and gives them an increase in their wrong-
doings to wander blindly.
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The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Bagarah. 2: Verse. 17

Their likeness is as the likeness of one who kindled a fire; then,
when it lighted all around him, Allah took away their light and left
them in darkness. (So) they could not see.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Bagarah. 2: Verse. 18
They are deaf, dumb, and blind, so they return not (to the Right
Path).

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Bagarah. 2: Verse. 98

"Whoever is an enemy to Allah, His Angels, His Messengers,
Jibrael (Gabriel) and Mikael (Michael), then verily, Allah is an
enemy to the disbelievers."

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Bagarah. 2: Verse. 165

And of mankind are some who take (for worship) others besides
Allah as rivals (to Allah). They love them as they love Allah. But
those who believe, love Allah more (than anything else). If only,
those who do wrong could see, when they will see the torment that
all power belongs to Allah and that Allah is Severe in punishment.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Imran. 3: Verse. 64

Say (O Muhammad Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam): "O people of
the Scripture (Jews and Christians): Come to a word that is just
between us and you, that we worship none but Allah (Alone), and
that we associate no partners with Him, and that none of us shall
take others as lords besides Allah. Then, if they turn away, say:
"Bear witness that we are Muslims.”

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Imran. 3: Verse. 79

It is not (possible) for any human being to whom Allah has given
the Book and Al-Hukma (the knowledge and understanding of the
laws of religion) and Prophet hood to say to the people: "Be my
worshippers rather than Allah's."” On the contrary (he would say):
"Be you Rabbaniyun (learned men of religion who practice what
they know and also preach others), because you are teaching the
Book, and you are studying it."
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The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Imran. 3: Verse. 80

Nor would he order you to take angels and Prophets for lords
(gods). Would he order you to disbelieve after you have submitted
to Allah's Will? (Tafsir Al-Tabari).

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Imran. 3: Verse. 151

We shall cast terror into the hearts of those who disbelieve,
because they joined others in worship with Allah, for which He
had sent no authority; their abode will be the Fire and how evil is
the abode of the Zalimun (polytheists and wrong-doers).

The Holy Qur’an, Surah An-Nisa. 4: Verse. 36

Worship Allah and join none with Him (in worship), and do good
to parents, kinsfolk, orphans, Al-Masakin (the poor), the neighbour
who is near to kin, the neighbour who is a stranger, the companion
by your side, the wayfarer (you meet), and those (slaves) whom
your right hands possess. Verily, Allah does not like such as are
proud and boastful.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah An-Nisa. 4: Verse. 48

Verily, Allah forgives not that partners should be set up with Him
(in worship), but He forgives except that (anything else) to whom
He wills; and whoever sets up partners with Allah in worship, he
has indeed invented a tremendous sin.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah An-Nisa. 4: Verse. 116

Verily! Allah forgives not (the sin of) setting up partners (in
worship) with Him, but He forgives whom He wills sins other than
that, and whoever sets up partners in worship with Allah, has
indeed strayed far away.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Ma'idah. 5: Verse. 72

Surely, they have disbelieved who say: "Allah is the Messiah ['lsa
(Jesus)], son of Maryam (Mary)." But the Messiah ['Isa (Jesus)]
said: "O Children of Israel! Worship Allah, my Lord, and your
Lord." Verily, whosoever sets up partners (in worship) with Allah,
then Allah has forbidden Paradise to him, and the Fire will be his
abode. And for the Zalimun (polytheists and wrong-doers) there
are no helpers.
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The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-An'am. 6: Verse. 14

Say (O Muhammad Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam): "Shall | take as
a Wali (helper, protector, Lord or God) any other than Allah, the
Creator of the heavens and the earth? And it is He Who feeds but is
not fed." Say: "Verily, | am commanded to be the first of those
who submit themselves to Allah (as Muslims)." And be not you (O
Muhammad Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam) of the Mushrikun
[polytheists, pagans, idolaters, and disbelievers in the Oneness of
Allah].

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-An‘am. 6: Verse. 81

And how should | fear those whom you associate in worship with
Allah (though they can neither benefit nor harm), while you fear
not that you have joined in worship with Allah things for which He
has not sent down to you any authority? (So) which of the two
parties has more right to be in security? If you but know."

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-An‘am. 6: Verse. 88

This is the Guidance of Allah with which He guides whomsoever
He wills of His slaves. But if they had joined in worship others
with Allah, all that they used to do would have been of no benefit
to them.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-An‘am. 6: Verse. 106

Follow what has been revealed to you (O Muhammad Sallallahu
Alayhi wa Sallam) from your Lord, La ilaha illa Huwa (none has
the right to be worshipped but He) and turn aside from Al-
Mushrikun.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-An'am. 6: Verse 136

And they assign to Allah a share of the tilth and cattle which He
has created, and they say: "This is for Allah according to their
claim, and this is for our (Allah's so-called) partners.” But the share
of their (Allah's so-called) "partners" reaches not Allah, while the
share of Allah reaches their (Allah's so - called) "partners”! Evil is
the way they judge!

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-An‘am. 6: Verse. 137
And so to many of the Mushrikun (polytheists-see surah. 2, Verse.
105) their (Allah's so-called) "partners" have made fair-seeming
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the killing of their children, in order to lead them to their own
destruction and cause confusion in their religion. And if Allah had
willed, they would not have done so. So leave them alone with
their fabrications.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-An‘am. 6: Verse. 148

Those who took partners (in worship) with Allah will say: "If
Allah had willed, we would not have taken partners (in worship)
with Him, nor would our fathers, and we would not have forbidden
anything (against His Will)." Likewise belied those who were
before them, (they argued falsely with Allah's Messengers), till
they tasted of Our Wrath. Say: "Have you any knowledge (proof)
that you can produce before us? Verily, you follow nothing but
guess and you do nothing but lie."

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-An‘am. 6: Verse. 151

Say (O Muhammad Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam): "Come, | will
recite what your Lord has prohibited you from Join not anything in
worship with Him; be good and dutiful to your parents; kill not
your children because of Poverty-We provide sustenance for you
and for them; come not near to Al-Fawahish (shameful sins, illegal
sexual intercourse) whether committed openly or secretly; and kill
not anyone whom Allah has forbidden, except for a just cause
(according to Islamic law). This He has commanded you that you
may understand.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah At-Tawbah. 9: Verse. 31

They (Jews and Christians) took their rabbis and their monks to be
their lords besides Allah (by obeying them in things which they
made lawful or unlawful according to their own desires without
being ordered by Allah), and (they also took as their Lord)
Messiah, son of Maryam (Mary), while they (Jews and Christians)
were commanded [in the Taurat (Torah) and the Injeel (Gospel) to
worship none but One ilah (God-Allah) La ilaha illa Huwa (none
has the right to be worshipped but He). Praise and glory be to Him,
(far above is He) from having the partners they associate (with
Him)."
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The Holy Qur’an, Surah Yunus. 10: Verse. 28

And the Day whereon we shall gather them all together, then we
shall say to those who did set partners in worship with us: "Stop at
your place! You and your partners (whom you had worshipped in
the worldly life)." then we shall separate them, and their (Allah's
so-called) partners shall say: "It was not us that you used to
worship."

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Yunus. 10: Verse. 29
"So sufficient is Allah as a witness between us and you that we
indeed knew nothing of your worship of us."”

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Yusuf. 12: Verse. 108

Say (O Muhammad Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam): "This is my
way; | invite unto Allah (i.e. to the Oneness of Allah-Islamic
Monotheism) with sure knowledge, | and whosoever follows me
(also must invite others to Allah i.e. to the Oneness of Allah-
Islamic Monotheism with sure knowledge). And Glorified and
Exalted be Allah (above all that they associate as partners with
Him). And | am not of the Mushrikun (polytheists, pagans,
idolaters and disbelievers in the Oneness of Allah; those who
worship others along with Allah or set up rivals or partners to
Allah)."

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Ar-Ra'd. 13: Verse. 16

Say (O Muhammad Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam): "Who is the
Lord of the heavens and the earth?" Say: "(It is) Allah." Say:
"Have you then taken (for worship) Auliya' (protectors) other than
Him, such as have no power either for the benefit or for harm to
themselves?" Say: "Is the blind equal to the one who sees? Or
darkness equal to light? Or do they assign to Allah partners who
created the like of His creation, so that the creation (which they
made and His creation) seemed alike to them?" Say: "Allah is the
Creator of all things; and He is the One, the Irresistible.”

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Ar-Ra'd. 13: Verse. 33

Is then He (Allah) who takes charge (guards, maintains, provides)
of every person and knows all that he has earned (like any other
deities who know nothing)? Yet they ascribe partners to Allah.
Say: "Name them! Is it that you will inform Him of something He

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knows not in the earth or is it (just) a show of false words?" Nay!
To those who disbelieve, their plotting is made fair-seeming, and
they have been hindered from the Right Path, and whom Allah
sends astray, there is no guide for him.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Ar-Ra'd. 13: Verse. 36

Those to whom we have given the Book (such as 'Abdullah bin
Salam and other Jews who embraced Islam), rejoice at what has
been revealed unto you (i.e. the Quran), but there are among the
Confederates (from the Jews and pagans) those who reject a part
thereof. Say (O Muhammad Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam): "I am
commanded only to worship Allah (Alone) and not to join partners
with Him. To Him (Alone) I call and to Him is my return.”

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Ibrahim. 14: Verse. 30

And they set up rivals to Allah, to mislead (men) from His Path!
Say: "Enjoy (your brief life)! But certainly, your destination is the
(Hell) Fire!"

The Holy Qur’an, Surah An-Nahl. 16: Verse. 36

And verily, we have sent among every Ummah (community,
nation) a Messenger (proclaiming): "Worship Allah (Alone), and
avoid (or keep away from) Taghut (all false deities i.e. do not
worship Taghut besides Allah)." Then of them were some whom
Allah guided and of them were some upon whom the straying was
justified. So travel through the land and see what was the end of
those who denied (the truth).

The Holy Qur’an, Surah An-Nahl. 16: Verse. 51

And Allah said (O mankind!): "Take not ilahain (two gods in
worship). Verily, He (Allah) is (the) only One llah (God). Then,
fear Me (Allah Allah Subhanahu wa Ta'ala) much [and Me
(Alone), i.e. be away from all kinds of sins and evil deeds that
Allah has forbidden and do all that Allah has ordained and worship
none but Allah].

The Holy Qur’an, Surah An-Nahl. 16: Verse. 52
To Him belongs all that is in the heavens and (all that is in) the
earth and Ad-Din Wasiba is His [(i.e. perpetual sincere obedience
to Allah is obligatory). None has the right to be worshipped but
Allah)]. Will you then fear any other than Allah?

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The Holy Qur’an, Surah An-Nahl. 16: Verse. 73
And they worship others besides Allah, such as do not and cannot
own any provision for them from the heavens or the earth.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah An-Nahl. 16: Verse. 86

And when those who associated partners with Allah see their
(Allah's so-called) partners, they will say: "Our Lord! These are
our partners whom we used to invoke besides you." But they will
throw back their word at them (and say): "Surely! You indeed are
liars!"

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Isra. 17: Verse. 22

Set not up with Allah any other ilah (god), (O man)! (This verse is
addressed to Prophet Muhammad Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam, but
its implication is general to all mankind), or you will sit down
reproved, forsaken (in the Hell-fire).

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Isra. 17: Verse. 39

This is (part) of Al-Hikmah (wisdom, good manners, and high
character) which your Lord has revealed to you (O Muhammad
Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam). And set not up with Allah any other
ilah (god) lest you should be thrown into Hell, blameworthy and
rejected, (from Allah's Mercy).

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al - Isra. 17: Verse. 56

Say (O Muhammad Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam): "Call upon
those-besides Him-whom you pretend [to be gods like angels, Isa
(Jesus), 'Uzair (Ezra), and others]. They have neither the power to
remove the adversity from you nor even to shift it from you to
another person."

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Kahf. 18: Verse. 110

Say (O Muhammad Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam): "I am only a
man like you. It has been revealed to me that your ilah (God) is
One ilah (God i.e. Allah). So whoever hopes for the Meeting with
his Lord, let him work righteousness and associate none as a
partner in the worship of his Lord."”

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Anbiya. 21: Verse. 25
And we did not send any Messenger before you (O Muhammad
Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam) but We revealed him (saying): La

ilaha illa Ana [none has the right to be worshipped but | (Allah)],
so worship Me (Alone and none else)."

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Hajj. 22: Verse. 31

Hunafa' Lillah (i.e. worship none but Allah), not associating
partners (in worship) unto Him; and whoever assigns partners to
Allah, it is as if he had fallen from the sky, and the birds had
snatched him, or the wind had thrown him to a far off place.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Mu'minun. 23: Verse. 117

And whoever invokes (or worships), besides Allah, any other ilah
(god), of whom he has no proof, then his reckoning is only with his
Lord. Surely! Al-Kafirun (the disbelievers in Allah and in the
Oneness of Allah, polytheists, pagans, idolaters) will not be
successful.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah An-Nur. 24: Verse. 55

Allah has promised those among you who believe and do righteous
good deeds, that He will certainly grant them succession to (the
present rulers) in the earth, as He granted it to those before them,
and that He will grant them the authority to practice their religion
which He has chosen for them (i.e. Islam). And He will surely give
them in exchange a safe security after their fear (provided) they
(believers) worship Me and do not associate anything (in worship)
with Me. But whoever disbelieves after this, they are the Fasiqun
(rebellious, disobedient to Allah).

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Furgan. 25: Verse. 37

And Nuh's (Noah) people, when they denied the Messengers,
drowned them, and we made them a sign for mankind. And we
have prepared a painful torment for the Zalimun (polytheists and
wrong-doers).

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Furgan. 25: Verse. 39

And for each (of them) we put forward examples (as proofs and
lessons), and each (of them) we brought to utter ruin (because of
their disbelief and evil deeds).

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Furgan. 25: Verse. 68
And those who invoke not any other ilah (god) along with Allah,
nor Kill such person as Allah has forbidden, except for just cause,
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nor commit illegal sexual intercourse - and whoever does this shall
receive the punishment.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Qasas. 28: Verse. 88

And invoke no other ilah (god) along with Allah, La ilaha illa
Huwa (none has the right to be worshipped but Him). Everything
will perish save His Face. His is the Decision, and to Him, you
(all) shall be returned.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Ankabut. 29: Verse. 8

And we have enjoined on man to be good and dutiful to his
parents; but if they strive to make you join with Me (in worship)
anything (as a partner) of which you have no knowledge, then obey
them not. Unto Me is your return and | shall tell you what you used
to do.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Ar-Rum. 30: Verse. 31

(And remain always) Turning in repentance to Him (only), and be
afraid and dutiful to Him; and perform As-Salat (Igamat-as-Salat)
and be not of Al-Mushrikun (the polytheists, idolaters, disbelievers
in the Oneness of Allah).

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Lugman. 31: Verse. 13

And (remember) when Lugman said to his son when he was
advising him: "O my son! Join not in worship others with Allah.
Verily! Joining others in worship with Allah is a great Zulm
(wrong) indeed.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Saba. 34: Verse. 22

Say: (O Muhammad Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam to those
polytheists, pagan) "Call upon those whom you assert (to be
associate gods) besides Allah, they possess not even an atom’s (or
a small ant’s), weight either in the heavens or on the earth, nor
have they any share in either, nor there is for Him any supporter
from among them.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Fatir. 35: Verse. 14

If you invoke (or call upon) them, they hear not your call; and if
(in case) they were to hear, they could not grant it (your request) to
you. And on the Day of Resurrection, they will disown you are
worshipping them. And none can inform you (O Muhammad
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Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam) like Him Who is the All-Knower (of
everything).

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Az-Zumar. 39: Verse. 64

Say (O Muhammad Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam to the
polytheists): "Do you order me to worship other than Allah? O you
fools!"

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Az-Zumar. 39: Verse. 65

And indeed it has been revealed to you (O Muhammad Sallallahu
Alayhi wa Sallam), as it was to those (Allah's Messengers) before
you: "If you join others in worship with Allah, (then) surely (all)
your deeds will be in vain, and you will certainly be among the
losers."

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Ghafir. 40: Verse. 66

Say (O Muhammad Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam): "I have been
forbidden to worship those whom you worship besides Allah since
there have come to me evidences from my Lord; and | am
commanded to submit (in Islam) to the Lord of the 'Alamin
(mankind, jinn and all that exists).

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Fussilat. 41: Verse. 6

Say (O Muhammad Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam): "I am only a
human being like you. It is revealed to me that your ilah (God) is
One llah (God-Allah), therefore take Straight Path to Him (with
true Faith-Islamic Monotheism) and obedience to Him, and seek
forgiveness of Him. And woe to Al-Mushrikun (the polytheists,
idolaters, disbelievers in the Oneness of Allah).

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Ahgaf. 46: Verse. 6

And when mankind is gathered (on the Day of Resurrection), they
(false deities) will become their enemies and will deny their
worshipping.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Qaf. 50: Verse. 26
"Who set up another ilah (god) with Allah, then both of you cast
him in the severe torment."”
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The Holy Qur’an, Surah Adh-Dhariyat. 51: Verse. 51

And set not up (or worship not) any other ilah (god) along with
Allah [Glorified be He (Alone), Exalted above all that they
associate as partners with Him]. Verily, | (Muhammad Sallallahu
Alayhi wa Sallam) am a plain warner to you from Him.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Jinn. 72: Verse. 2
'It guides to the Right Path, and we have believed therein, and we
shall never join (in worship) anything with our Lord (Allah).

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Jinn. 72: Verse. 18
And the mosques are for Allah (Alone): so invoke not anyone
along with Allah.

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CHAPTER: 2

Forbidden food in Islam

There are four categories of foods in Islam as follows:
1. Halal-lawful.
2. Haraam (forbidden, unlawful).
3. Mushtabahat (doubtful).
4. Makruh (inappropriate, objectionable).

Halal is an Arabic word that means permissible or lawful in Islam,
it is most commonly mentioned in regards to food, the food that is
permissible to eat according to the teachings of Islam is called
Halal food. There are slight differences of view within the Islamic
law on which animals are considered Halal, but the consensus is
that all seafood is Halal and those herbivorous land animals are
Halal if they have been slaughtered according to Islamic rule. The
animal meat is Halal only if it is slaughtered according to the
Islamic way by a Muslim butcher who says the Basmalah
Hirrahman Nir Rahim before slaughtering the animal. The purpose
of slaughtering the animal, when an animal is slaughtered, the
main veins in the neck are cut off, this drains from the body all the
blood that was in the main veins. Slaughtering is the only method
to remove all the blood from the dead animal.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Bagarah. 2: Verse. 168

O mankind! Eat of that which is lawful and good on the earth, and
follow not the footsteps of Shaitan (Satan). Verily, he is to you an
open enemy.

O you who believe (in the Oneness of Allah-Islamic Monotheism)!
Eat of the lawful things that we have provided you with, and be
grateful to Allah, if it is indeed He Whom you worship.

Made lawful to you this day are At-Tayyibat [all kinds of Halal
(lawful) foods, which Allah has made lawful (meat of slaughtered
eatable animals, milk products, fats, vegetables, and fruits). The
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food (slaughtered cattle, eatable animals) of the people of the
Scripture (Jews and Christians) is lawful to you and yours is lawful
to them. (Lawful to you in marriage) are chaste women from the
believers and chaste women from those who were given the
Scripture (Jews and Christians) before your time when you have
given their due Mahr (bridal-money given by the husband to his
wife at the time of marriage), desiring chastity (i.e. taking them in
legal wedlock) not committing illegal sexual intercourse, nor
taking them as girl-friends. And whosoever disbelieves in faith [i.e.
in the Oneness of Allah and in all the other Articles of Faith i.e.
His (Allah's) Angels, His Holy Books, His Messengers, the Day of
Resurrection and Al-Qadar (Divine Preordainments)], then
fruitless is his work; and in the Hereafter, he will be among the
losers.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Ma’idah. 5: Verse. 96

Lawful to you is (the pursuit of) water-game and its use for food-
for the benefit of yourselves and those who travel, but forbidden is
(the pursuit of) land-game as long as you are in a state of Ihram
(for Hajj or 'Umrah). And fear Allah to Whom you shall be
gathered back.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah An-Nahl. 16: Verse. 14

And He it is Who has subjected the sea (to you), that you eat
thereof fresh tender meat, and that you bring forth out of it
ornaments to wear. And you see the ships ploughing through it,
that you may seek (thus) of His Bounty (by transporting the goods
from place to place) and that you may be grateful.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Fatir. 35: Verse. 12

And the two seas (kinds of water) are not alike: this is palatable,
sweet, and pleasant to drink, and that is salt and bitter. And from
them both, you eat fresh tender meat and derive the ornaments that
you wear. And you see the ships cleaving (the sea-water as they
sail through it), that you may seek of His bounty, and that you may
give thanks.

Abu Hurairah (may Allah be pleased with him) narrated: “A man
asked Allah’s Messenger (peace be upon him) ‘0 Messenger of
Allah (peace be upon him)! We travel on the sea and take a small
quantity of water with us. If we use this for ablution, we would
suffer from thirst. Can we perform ablution with seawater? The
Prophet (peace be upon him) replied; its water is pure and what
dies in it is lawful food.

What are the conditions for food and drinks to be Halal?
The food or drink to be halal must also fulfil the following factors:

e It must be safe for human consumption, non-poisonous, non-
intoxicating, or non-hazardous to human health.

The Animal must be slaughtered as per Islamic law.

It does not contain anything haraam.

It was not stored or transported with anything haraam.

It does not contain unclean material according to Islamic law.
It was not prepared or processed with anything haraam.

Haraam is an Arabic word that means prohibited / unlawful /
forbidden in Islam, it is most commonly mentioned in regards to
food, the food that is not permissible to eat according to the
teachings of Islam is called Haraam food.

The following items are Haraam (forbidden) in the Holy Qur’an:

Dead animals that were not slaughtered.

Meat that was slaughtered for idols.

Pork / Pig / swine.

Blood.

All carnivores with teeth such as lions and tigers.

Pet, donkeys, mice, scorpions, snakes, frogs.

All flying creatures have claws, for example, birds of prey,

hawks, vultures, falcons.

e Died animals (except fish and sea creatures) before being
slaughtered in the Islamic manner.

e Alcohol and other intoxicants such as narcotics which is

harmful to human.
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e Consumption of pork and products made from pork is strictly
forbidden in Islam.

Consumption of harmful and unclean creatures is forbidden in
Islam either from the land or sea.

e Predator animals are forbidden (i.e. cats, dogs, bears, lions,

wolves, etc.).

e Birds having talons (claws) are prohibited (i.e. owls, eagles,
hawks etc.).

e Lizard, snakes, scorpions, and mice are poisonous, so all are
prohibited.

e Every harmful thing is forbidden as food, even if it comes
from the land or sea.

An animal slaughtered by following methods is forbidden:

e Animals slaughtered in the name of a human being or saint are
forbidden.

e Animals slaughtered in the name of someone other than Allah
are forbidden.

An animal died by following methods is forbidden:

Strangled to death

Beaten to death

Died due to falling

Killed by being smitten by horn

Eaten by wild beast

The Holy Qur’an forbids the consumption of pork in no less than 4
different places. It is forbidden in 2:173, 5:3, 6:145 and 16:115.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Bagarah. 2: Verse. 173

He has forbidden you only the Maitah (dead animals), and blood,
and the flesh of swine, and that which is slaughtered as a sacrifice
for others than Allah (or has been slaughtered for idols, on which
Allah's Name has not been mentioned while slaughtering). But if
one is forced by necessity without wilful disobedience nor
transgressing due limits, then there is no sin on him. Truly, Allah is
Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.
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The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al- Ma’idah. 5: Verse. 3

Forbidden to you (for food) are: Al-Maitah (the dead animals -
cattle-beast not slaughtered), blood, the flesh of swine, and that on
which Allah's Name has not been mentioned while slaughtering,
(that which has been slaughtered as a sacrifice for others than
Allah, or has been slaughtered for idols)

and that which has been killed by strangling, or by a violent blow,
or by a headlong fall, or by the goring of horns and that which has
been (partly) eaten by a wild animal unless you are able to
slaughter it (before its death) and that which is sacrificed
(slaughtered) on An-Nusub (stone altars). (Forbidden) also is to
use arrows seeking luck or decision; (all) that is Fisqun
(disobedience of Allah and sin). This day, those who disbelieved
have given up all hope of your religion; so fear them not, but fear
Me. This day, | have perfected your religion for you, completed
My Favour upon you, and have chosen for you Islam as your
religion. But as for him who is forced by severe hunger, with no
inclination to sin (such can eat these above-mentioned meats), then
surely, Allah is Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-An‘am. 6: Verse. 145

Say (O Muhammad Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam): "I find not in
that which has been revealed to me anything forbidden to be eaten
by one who wishes to eat it, unless it be Maitah (a dead animal) or
blood poured forth (by slaughtering or the like), or the flesh of
swine (pork); for that surely is impure or impious (unlawful) meat
(of an animal) which is slaughtered as a sacrifice for others than
Allah (or has been slaughtered for idols or on which Allah's Name
has not been mentioned while slaughtering). But whosoever is
forced by necessity without wilful disobedience, nor transgressing
due limits, (for him) certainly, your Lord is Oft-Forgiving, Most
Merciful."

The Holy Qur’an, Surah An-Nahl. 16: Verse. 115

He has forbidden you only Al-Maitah (meat of a dead animal),
blood, the flesh of swine, and any animal which is slaughtered as a
sacrifice for others than Allah (or has been slaughtered for idols or
on which Allah’'s Name has not been mentioned while
slaughtering). But if one is forced by necessity, without wilful
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disobedience, and not transgressing then, Allah is Oft-Forgiving,
Most Merciful.

There are certain types of water animals exclude from the
permission.
These are:

e Crocodiles are not allowed because they have fangs and live
on the land—even though they may spend a lot of time in the
water-so precedence should be given to the reason for
forbidding it (Crocodiles are a land animal that has fangs).

e Turtles and otters are permissible to eat them after
slaughtering them properly because they live both on land and
in the sea. Here the rule is that in the case of animals that live
both on land and in the sea, the rules regarding land animals
should be given preference, to be on the safe side, so they
must be slaughtered properly, except for crabs which do not
need to be slaughtered, even though they live both on land and
in the sea, because they do not have blood.

e Frogs: It was narrated from 'Abdur-Rahman bin 'Uthman that:
A physician made mention of the use of frogs in a remedy in
the presence of the Messenger of Allah and the Messenger of
Allah forbade killing them.

Hadith Al-Nasai. 4360.

The rule is that for everything which we are forbidden to kill, we
are not allowed to eat; if we are allowed to eat it we are allowed to
kill it.

Mushtabahat is an Arabic word that means doubtful in Islam, it is
most commonly mentioned in regards to food, and the food that is
having some doubt either Halal or Haraam is called Mushtabahat
food. If one does not know the Halal or Haraam status of a
particular food or drink it should not be consumed.

Makruh is an Arabic word that means inappropriate/ objectionable.
Everything harmful to the body falls under the

Makruh or Haraam based upon the verse in the Holy Qur’an which
states that we should not kill ourselves with our own hands.

A habit such as smoking causes many kinds of harm, it falls under
this verse. And Allah knows best!
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There are two types of Makruh:

1. Makruh Tanzihan

2. Makruh Tahriman

Makruh Tanzihan: It is closer to the lawful (Halal) than the
unlawful (Haraam).

For examples:

e The consumption of horse meat in normal circumstances.

e Not taking a bath on Fridays.

e Wasting water whilst performing ablution.
The one who abstains from it will be rewarded, and the one who
performs it will not be punished. However, to make a habit of it is
considered offensive.

Makruh Tahriman: It is closer to the unlawful (Haraam).

The one who abstains from it will be rewarded, and the one who
performs it will not be punished. However, to make a habit of it is
considered offensive.

Makruh Tahriman: It is closer to the unlawful (Haraam).

For examples:
e Fasting on the day of Eid-ul-Fitr.
e The Using of gold or silver utensils for men and women.
e Buying and selling when the call for prayer (Adhan) of Friday
(Jumuah) takes place.
e Delaying the Asr prayer until the sun changes its colour.

The one who rejects it to be unlawful will not come out of the fold
of Islam

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CHAPTER: 3

Human Worship

In Islam, prostrations are used to praise, glorify and humble
oneself in front of Allah, and are a vital part of the five obligatory
prayers performed daily; this is deemed obligatory for every
Muslim whether the prayers are being performed individually or in
the congregation.

In any case, prostration (sajda) is not allowed in front of any
human it does un matter how respected man or women, even we
are not allowed to bow down (sajda) in front of Prophet
Muhammed (Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam) or his image.

It is also important to note that in Islam, prostration to anyone but
Allah is absolutely forbidden. Prophet Muhammad (Sallallahu
Alayhi wa Sallam) strictly prohibited Muslims from prostrating
before him, because prostration should only be performed to Allah,
not to creatures. Regardless of the circumstances, no Muslim
should request, or even accept, it from others.

With regard to bowing when greeting someone, it is not allowed,
as it was narrated in at Hadith Tirmidhi that they asked the Prophet
(blessings and peace of Allah be upon him) about a man who
bowed when he meets his brother. He said: “No (do not do that).”
That is also because it is not permissible to bow or prostrate except
to Allah, may He be glorified and exalted, and even though doing
this by way of greeting was acceptable according to the teachings
of earlier Prophets, as in the story of Prophet Yusuf (peace of
Allah be upon him).

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Yusuf. 12, Verse. 100

“And he raised his parents to the throne and they fell down before
him prostrate. And he said: "O my father! This is the interpretation
of my dream afore time! My Lord has made it come true! He was
indeed good to me when He took me out of the prison and brought
you (all here) out of the Bedouin-life after Shaitan (Devil) had
sown enmity between me and my brothers. Certainly, my Lord is
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the Most Courteous and Kind unto whom He wills. Truly He! Only
He is the All-Knowing, the All-Wise”.

But according to our laws (shariah), it is not acceptable to
prostrate except to Allah. In fact, there is even a prohibition on
standing up in greeting for one another as the non-Arabs do, so
how about bowing and prostrating? That which is a partial bow is
also included in the prohibition.

It is not permissible to kneel or bow or prostrate to anyone at all,
no matter how old or great he is. The Messenger (blessings and
peace of Allah be upon him) disliked his Companions even to
stand up for him if he passed by them or entered upon them, even
though that was merely standing, with no kneeling, bowing or
prostrating.

1. Jami at Tirmidhi Hadith No. 2754. Narrated Anas: There was
no person more beloved to them than the Messenger of Allah
(pbuh). [He said:] And they would not stand when they saw
him because they knew that he disliked that.

2. Jami at Tirmidhi Hadith No. 2755. Narrated Abu Miljaz: that
Mu'awiyah came out and 'Abdullah bin- az-Zubair and lbn
Safwan stood for him when they saw him, so he said: Sit, |
heard the Messenger of Allah (pbuh) saying: 'Whoever
wishes that he be received by men standing then, let him take
his seat in the Fire. '

With regard to bowing to another person, it is not allowed. One of
the Companions asked the Messenger of Allah (blessings and
peace of Allah be upon him): O Messenger of Allah if one of us
meets his brother or his friend, can he bow to him? He said: “No.”
He said: Can he embrace him and kiss him? He said: “No.” He
said: Can he shake his hand? He said: “Yes.”
| observed after my studies human worship is forbidden in Islam.
The basic point i.e Sajdah at-Tazeem (Prostration of Respect) to
anyone other than Allah is totally Haraam. To make Sajdah al-
Ibadah (Prostration of Worship) to anyone other than Allah is
undoubtedly Shirk.
Human worship is forbidden in Islam, it’s an act of disbeliever.
Human worship and Grave worship is an act of Non-Muslim
culture, in India, Pakistan and Bangladesh Muslims are converted
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from Hindu, most Muslims converted by name for example Sayam
become Salim, but the culture and acts are the same because they
are illiterate in the field of Islamic studies and their leaders are
same.

The first spreaders of Islam in India were individuals who saw
spreading Islam as a holy precept. They began coming to India in
the 11th century. They arrived in India from Bukhara, Turkey,
Iran, Yemen and Afghanistan. The most famous preacher of Islam
in India was Khwaja Mainuddin Chishti, who arrived from Iran.
The teaching of Islam was spread during the age of Prophet
Muhammed (PBUH) himself. Not only in Arab but also in other
countries of the world. Many were impressed by the major
qualities of Islam like, Humanity, Equality, Simplicity and
Fraternity and converts their religion.

After the death of Prophet Muhammed (Sallallahu Alayhi wa
Sallam) 632 A.D., Islam occupied the place in the heart of the
people of the world in a very short period. And the Dawah
(Invitation) of Islam has crossed the boundaries of the different
countries of the world. As far as, India is concerned, Prophet
Muhammed (Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam) himself was very much
interested in spreading Islam and also divinely inspired by the
Sahaba-e-Karam (means the companion of Prophet Muhammed
(Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam) himself) to convey the Dawah
(Invitation) of Islam in India by Sahaba-E-Karam.

The greatest preacher in India was Hazrat Khawaja Mainuddin
Chishti (Rahmatullah Alahe). Due to his devotion to Islam being
spread in Rajputana.

The work of spreading and preaching of Islam in different areas of
India was alone by the different followers Mureeds (disciples) of
Khwaja Moinuddin Chishti (Rahmatullah Alahe). The first and the
foremost we took the name of Khawaja Bhaktiyar Kaki
(Rahmatullah Alahe) in spreading Islam to surrounding areas of
Delhi, Hazarat Nizamuddin (Rahmatullah Alahe) in Delhi. In
Punjab Sayed Hazrat Ismail Bukhari (Rahmatullah Alahe) and in
West Punjab Bahauddin Zikriya Multani (Rahmatullah Alahe). In
the Magadom Jahaniya (Rahmatullah Alahe) in the tribes of
Punjab are very much responsible for spreading Islam. Likewise,
in the Sindh region Sayyed Yusufuddin (Rahmatullah Alahe), in

Gujarat Hazarat Imamuddin Peeranavi (Rahmatullah Alahe) and
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Malik Abdul Lateef (Rahmatullah Alahe). In Bengal Shaikh
Jalauddin Tabrezi (Rahmatullah Alahe). In Assam Jalaluddin Farsi
(Rahmatullah Alahe). In Kashmir Bulbul Shah (Rahmatullah
Alahe) was the first of all the Sayyed Ali Hamdani (Rahmatullah
Alahe) with the 700 Sayyed and spread all over the Kashmir
region.

“In Deccan, the preaching of Islam was started by Peer Mahabeer
Khamdayat (Rahmatullah Alahe) who came to Bijapur 700 years
ago.

Shaik Hashim Gujarati (Rahmatullah Alahe) was much responsible
for the spreading of Islam in Dharwad, who lived in the period of
Ibrahim Adil Shah”

In Belgaum, the work of spreading Islam was basically done by the
Muslim Traders, Sufis, Aaliyahs.

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CHAPTER: 4

Grave worship

Grave prostration (Grave worship)

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Fatihah. 1, Verse. 5
You (Alone) we worship, and you (Alone) we ask for help (for
each and everything).

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Az-Zumar. 39, Verse. 45

And when Allah Alone is mentioned, the hearts of those who
believe not in the Hereafter are filled with disgust (from the
Oneness of Allah) and when those (whom they obey or worship)
besides Him [like all false deities other than Allah, - it may be a
Messenger, an angel, a pious man, a jinn, or any other creature
even idols, graves of religious people, saints, priests, monks and
others.] are mentioned, behold, they rejoice!

Sahih Al- Bukhari — Volume. 2, Hadith No. 1341. Narrated
'Aishah: When the Prophet (Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam) became
ill, some of his wives talked about a church which they had seen in
Ethiopia and it was called Mariya. Umm Salina and Umm Habiba
had been to Ethiopia, and both of them narrated its (the church's)
beauty and the pictures it contained. The Prophet (Sallallahu
Alayhi wa Sallam) raised his head and said, "Those are the people
who, whenever a pious man dies amongst them, make a mosque (a
place of worship) at his grave and then they make those pictures in
it. Those are the worst creatures in front of Allah."”

Sahih — Al - Bukhari, Volume - 2, Hadith No. 1390 Narrated
‘Aisha: Allah's Messenger (Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam) in his
fatal illness said, "Allah cursed the Jews and the Christians, for
they built the places of worship at the graves of their prophets.”
And if that had not been the case, then the Prophet's grave would
have been made prominent before the people. So (the Prophet) was
afraid, or the people were afraid that his grave might be taken as a
place for worship.
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Sunan-Abu-Dawud. Volume — 3. Hadith No. 3227. It was narrated
from Abu Hurairah that the Messenger of Allah (Sallallahu Alayhi
wa Sallam) said: "May Allah curse the Jews, for they took the
graves of their Prophets as places of Masjid (prostration).”

Sunan- An-Nasa. Volume- 3. Hadith No. 2049. It was narrated
from Abu Hurairah that the Messenger of Allah (Sallallahu Alayhi
wa Sallam) said: "May Allah curse the Jews and Christians who
took the graves of their prophets as Masjids.

The Prohibition of Plastering Graves or Erecting Structures
over Them

Sahih Muslim— Volume. 2, Hadith No. 2245. It was narrated that
Jabir said: "The Messenger of Allah (Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam)
forbade plastering graves, sitting on them and erecting structures
over them."

Sunan-Abu-Dawud. Volume — 3. Hadith No. 3225 & 3226. Abi
Az-Zubair narrated that he heard Jabir say: "l heard the Prophet
(Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam) forbid sitting on graves and
plastering or building structures over them."

Sunan- An-Nasa. Volume- 3. Hadith No. 2031. It was narrated that
Jabir said: "The Messenger of Allah (Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam)
forbade plastering over graves."

Jami — At - Tirmidhi — Volume — 2. Hadith No. 1052. Jabir
narrated: "The Messenger of Allah (Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam)
prohibited plastering graves, writing on them, building over them,
and treading on them."

What has been related about it being disliked for women to
visit the Graves?

Jami — At - Tirmidhi — Volume — 2. Hadith No. 1056. Abu
Hurairah narrated: "Indeed the Messenger of Allah (Sallallahu
Alayhi wa Sallam) cursed the women who visit the graves."”
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In Islam, women are prohibited to visit the grave.

Islam prohibited worshipping anything but Allah. Hence,
worshipping the grave of Prophet Muhammad (Sallallahu Alayhi
wa Sallam) is not just haraam but it’s shirk or it’s something that
will make the worshipper a non-Muslim. | observed after Grave
prostration (Grave worship) is forbidden in Islam. Grave
prostration (Grave worship) is shirk and it’s an act of disbeliever.

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CHAPTER: 5

Nikah (Marriage)

e Allah said to marry a free woman or a slave girl.
e Allah said a slave girl should be chaste and not commit
Prostitution nor have secret lovers.

e Allah said to release the wives who disbelieve in Allah.

e Aslave has the freedom to accept or reject marriage.

e Allah said you and your slave are equal as far as religion is
concerned meaning no one can force a slave girl to marry
against her will because Allah gives each human the freedom
to accept or reject marriage.

e Allah has decreed that marriage is one path to freedom from
slavery.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Bagarah. 2: Verse. 221

And do not marry Al-Mushrikat (idolatresses, etc.) till they believe
(worship Allah Alone). And indeed a slave woman who believes is
better than a (free) Mushrikah (idolatress), even though she pleases
you. And give not (your daughters) in marriage to Al-Mushrikun
till they believe (in Allah Alone) and verily, a believing slave is
better than a (free) Mushrik (idolater), even though he pleases you.
Those (Al-Mushrikun) invite you to the Fire, but Allah invites
(you) to Paradise and Forgiveness by His Leave, and makes His
Ayat (proofs, evidence, verses, lessons, signs, revelations, etc.)
clear to mankind that they may remember.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah An-Nisa. 4: Verse. 3

And if you fear that you shall not be able to deal justly with the
orphan-girls, then marry (other) women of your choice, two or
three, or four but if you fear that you shall not be able to deal justly
(with them), then only one or (the slaves) that your right hands
possess. That is nearer to prevent you from doing injustice.
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The Holy Qur’an, Surah An-Nisa. 4: Verse. 22

And marry not women whom your fathers married, except what
has already passed; indeed, it was shameful and most hateful, and
an evil way.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah An-Nisa. 4: Verse. 23

Forbidden to you (for marriage) are: your mothers, your daughters,
your sisters, your father's sisters, your mother's sisters, your
brother's daughters, your sister's daughters, your foster mother who
gave you suck, your foster milk suckling sisters, your wives'
mothers, your stepdaughters under your guardianship, born of your
wives to whom you have gone in-but there is no sin on you if you
have not gone in them (to marry their daughters), -the wives of
your sons who (spring) from your own loins, and two sisters in
wedlock at the same time, except for what has already passed;
verily, Allah is Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah An-Nisa. 4: Verse. 24

Also (forbidden are) women already married, except those (slaves)
whom your right hands possess. Thus has Allah ordained for you.
All others are lawful, provided you seek (them in marriage) with
Mahr (bridal-money given by the husband to his wife at the time of
marriage) from your property, desiring chastity, not committing
illegal sexual intercourse, so with those of whom you have enjoyed
sexual relations, give them their Mahr as prescribed; but if after a
Mahr is prescribed, you agree mutually (to give more), there is no
sin on you. Surely, Allah is Ever All-Knowing, All-Wise.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah An-Nisa. 4: Verse. 25

And whoever of you have not the means wherewith to wed free,
believing women, they may wed believing girls from among those
(slaves) whom your right hands possess, and Allah has full
knowledge about your Faith; you are one from another. Wed them
with the permission of their own folk (guardians, Auliya' or
masters) and give them their Mahr according to what is reasonable;
they (the above said captive and slave-girls) should be chaste, not
committing illegal sex, nor taking boy-friends. And after they have
been taken in wedlock, if they commit illegal sexual intercourse,
their punishment is half that for free (unmarried) women. This is
for him among you who is afraid of being harmed in his religion or

You will never be able to do perfect justice between wives even if
it is your ardent desire, so do not incline too much to one of them
(by giving her more of your time and provision) so as to leave the
other hanging (i.e. neither divorced nor married).

(Lawful to you in marriage) are chaste women from the
believers and chaste women from those who were given the
Scripture (Jews and Christians) before your time when you have
given their due Mahr (bridal - money given by the husband to his
wife at the time of marriage), desiring chastity (i.e. taking them in
legal wedlock) not committing illegal sexual intercourse, nor
taking them as girl-friends. And whosoever disbelieves in Faith
[i.e. in the Oneness of Allah and in all the other Articles of Faith
i.e. His (Allah's) Angels, His Holy Books, His Messengers, the
Day of Resurrection and Al-Qadar (Divine Preordainments)], then
fruitless is his work; and in the Hereafter he will be among the
losers.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah. Al-Nur. 24, Verse. 32

And marry those among you who are single (i.e. a man who has no
wife and the woman who has no husband) and (also marry) the
Salihun (pious, fit, and capable ones) of your (male) slaves and
maid-servants (female slaves). If they are poor, Allah will enrich
them out of His Bounty. And Allah is All-Sufficient for His
creatures' needs, All-Knowing (about the state of the people).

Committing Adultery

Adultery in Islam

Adultery is the consensual sexual relations between two persons
who are not married to each other and one or the other is married
to someone else. The classification of adultery varies by different
rules and it is considered a sin in almost all religions. Under
Islamic law, “Adultery is defined as sexual intercourse by a person
whether man or woman, with someone to whom they are not
married.” Adultery or unlawful sex is considered as the
infringement of matrimonial bond and is regarded as one of the
foremost crimes condemned by Allah in the Holy Qur’an.

Zina is an Arabic word used for premarital or extramarital
relationships. The act of zina is considered the most dreadful
crime, and people may be punished harshly. The Holy Qur’an
prohibits adultery in several places.

Adultery in Islam is one of the most dreadful of all sins. Its
repugnance can be determined from the reality that it has been
considered equivalent to the Holy Qur’an's deadliest crimes.
Adultery is considered an intolerable crime due to its dreadful
concern, which affects the person involved, family unit, and
society.

e Sex without marriage is forbidden.

e Allah saiddo not seek a wife for doing shameful
behaviour such as using your wife to make money for you
through the forbidden business of prostitution.

e Allah saidlet those who cannot find a match for
marriage keep chaste by staying away from sexual relations
and do not force your slave-girls into prostitution.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Bagarah. 2: Verse. 222

They ask you concerning menstruation. Say: that is an Adha (a

harmful thing for a husband to have a sexual intercourse with his

wife while she is having her menses), therefore keep away from
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women during menses and go not unto them till they are purified
(from menses and have taken a bath). And when they have purified
themselves, then go in unto them as Allah has ordained for you (go
in unto them in any manner as long as it is in their vagina). Truly,
Allah loves those who turn unto Him in repentance and loves those
who purify themselves (by taking a bath and cleaning and washing
thoroughly their private parts, bodies, for their prayers).

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Imran. 3: Verse. 135

And those who, when they have committed Fahishah (illegal
sexual intercourse) or wronged themselves with evil, remember
Allah and ask forgiveness for their sins; -and none can forgive sins
but Allah and do not persist in what (wrong) they have done, while
they know.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah An—Nisa. 4: Verse. 15

And those of your women who commit illegal sexual intercourse,
take the evidence of four witnesses from amongst you against
them; and if they testify, confine them (i.e. women) to houses until
death comes to them or Allah ordains for them some (other) way.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah An—Nisa. 4: Verse. 25

And whoever of you have not the means wherewith to wed free,
believing women, they may wed believing girls from among those
(slaves) whom your right hands possess, and Allah has full
knowledge about your Faith; you are one from another. Wed them
with the permission of their own folk (guardians, Auliya' or
masters) and give them their Mahr according to what is reasonable;
they (the above said captive and slave-girls) should be chaste, not
committing illegal sex, nor taking boy-friends. And after they have
been taken in wedlock, if they commit illegal sexual intercourse,
their punishment is half that for free (unmarried) women. This is
for him among you who is afraid of being harmed in his religion or
in his body; but it is better for you that you practise self-restraint,
and Allah is Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.

The Holy Quran: Surah Al-Isra. 17: Verse. 32

And come not near to unlawful sex. Verily, it is a Fahishah [i.e.
anything that transgresses its limits: a great sin), and an evil way
(that leads one to Hell unless Allah forgives him).
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The Holy Quran: Surah Al-Mu'minun. 23: Verse. 5
And those who guard their chastity (i.e. private parts, from illegal
sexual acts).

The Holy Quran: Surah Al-Mu'minun. 23: Verse. 6
Except from their wives or (the captives and slaves) that their right
hands possess, for then - they are free from blame;

The fornicatress and the fornicator, flog each of them with a
hundred stripes. Let not pity withhold you in their case, in a
punishment prescribed by Allah, if you believe in Allah and the
Last Day.

(This punishment is for unmarried persons guilty of
the above crime, but if married persons commit it (illegal sex), the
punishment is to stone them to death, according to Allah's Law).

And those who accuse chaste women, and produce not four
witnesses, flog them with eighty stripes, and reject their testimony
forever, they indeed are the Fasiqun (liars, rebellious, disobedient
to Allah).

And let those who find not the financial means for marriage keep
themselves chaste, until Allah enriches them of His Bounty. And
such of your slaves as seek a writing (of emancipation), give them
such writing, if you find that there is good and honesty in them.
And give them something (yourselves) out of the wealth of Allah
which He has bestowed upon you. And force not your maids to
prostitution, if they desire chastity, in order that you may make a
gain in the (perishable) goods of this worldly life. But if anyone
compels them (to prostitution), then after such compulsion, Allah
is Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful (to those women, i.e. He will
forgive them because they have been forced to do this evil act
unwillingly).

And those who guard their chastity (i.e. private parts from illegal
sexual acts).

It was narrated that
Jabir bin Samurah said: "A man who had killed himself with a
broad-headed arrow was brought to the Prophet, but he did not
offer the funeral prayer for him."

Sunan- An-Nasa. Volume- 3. Hadith No. 1966. It was narrated
from Jabir bin Samurah that a man killed himself with an
arrowhead and the Messenger of Allah said: As for me, | will not
pray for him."

Jami — At - Tirmidhi — Volume — 2. Hadith No. 1068. Jabir bin
Samurah narrated: "A man Killed himself, so the Prophet did not
perform Salat over him."

Committing suicide is prohibited in Islam. Respected scholars
should not participate in the funeral and burial rituals of a person
who committed suicide. Such a base and unlawful action should be
discouraged by all the society and especially by the elites.

CHAPTER: 16

Namaz (prayer) on road

In Islam Namaz (prayer) is the way to contact Allah Subhanahu
Wa Taala or to reach him.

There is some standard process for worship in all religions, Islam
have also some standard processes of worship, the way of worship,
dress for worship, purification, and the place of worship, etc.

1. Muslims' place of worship is Mosque or at home, in all cases,
the place must be cleaned and purified and not cause
inconvenience to anyone.

2. Before so many Islamic scholars have said that Namaz (prayer)
should not be offered by causing inconvenience to anyone if you
are blocking the road to offer Namaz (prayer) is not the right way
in Islam.

3. In any condition, roads are not a purified place to offer Namaz
(prayer) it's only in Indian culture.

4. Some Islamic scholars have an opinion that it was not wrong
according to the Shariya to offer Namaz (prayer) in an open place,
offering Namaz (prayer) in an open place is okay but in your own
place, not in public places because due to Namaz (prayer) causing
inconvenience to others is not allowed in Islam.

5. A large number of Muslims offering their Friday namaz (prayer)
outside a mosque on the road which is causing inconvenience to
others is not allowed in Islam.

6. Muslims must decide not to offer namaz (prayer) on road.

There are three basic types of Muslims.
1. Regular Muslim.

2. Weekly Muslim.

3. Yearly Muslim.,

Regular Muslim: the person practising Islam on a regular basis and
offering Namaz (prayer) 5 times a day in a mosque or at home is
called a regular Muslim.
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Weekly Muslim: the person practising Islam on weekly basis and
offering Namaz (prayer) on Friday once a week only is called
weekly Muslim.

Yearly Muslim: the person practising Islam on yearly basis and
offering Namaz (prayer) on Eid-ul- Fitr, and Eid-Al-Adha, two
times in one year is called yearly Muslim.

Due to the above categories, the capacity of the Mosque is smaller
than the actual population and unpredicted peoples are attending
Friday, Eid-Ul-Fitr, and Eid-Al-Adha Namaz so, when there is no
space left inside the Mosque for people, they offer prayers on the
road. Which is causing inconvenience to others is not allowed in
Islam.

So, | hereby request to all Muslims, increase the Mosque capacity
and avoid offering Namaz (prayer) on road in any case roads are
not a purified place to offer Namaz (prayer), which is not
permissible in Islam. The duty of each and every Mosque Imam to
literate their peoples.

In some places, Muslim cleric has convinced his community
against offering namaz on roads.

You can imagine if every community occupies a road for prayer
then what will happen?

Natural disasters are a punishment of Allah

According to the Holy Qur’an, all Holy books, and ancient history

so, many times this world was destroyed by natural disasters

created by the supernatural power which is Allah (God). That

mains there is some supernatural power who is commanding the

whole universe. When the evil deed will be out of limit then Allah

(God) will create natural disaster and destroyed the targeted area

and when the final disaster will take place that day will be day of

Qyamat the whole universe will be destroyed nobody will be left

behind.

A natural disaster like the Tsunami, heavy Flood, heavy

Earthquake, blast of volcanos, Rain of Stones, new types of deadly

diseases, etc.

If you study the Holy Qur’an translation in your own language to

understand in a better way, then you will find there are so many

verses in the Holy Qur’an regarding Allah Subhanahu Wa Taala

(Glory to Him, the Exalted) has created natural disasters. Natural

disasters are a warning for the sinners it is mentioned in the Holy

Qur’an and authentic Hadith. Every pandemic is a punishment of

Allah Subhanahu Wa Taala (Glory to Him, the Exalted).

The incidents of different tribes and people who were destroyed by

natural disasters created by Allah Subhanahu Wa Taala (Glory to

Him, the Exalted).

For example:

1. Tribe of Prophet Noah (Peace be upon him) was destroyed by a
Flood.

2. Tribe of Prophet Hod (Peace be upon him) was destroyed by a
windstorm.

3. Tribe of Prophet Lot (Peace be upon him) was destroyed by a
rain of stones.

4. Pharaoh was destroyed by a drowned in the sea at the time of
Prophet Musa (Peace be upon him).

5. Qaroon was a wealthy person unwilling to admit that his wealth

was given to him by Allah Subhanahu Wa Taala (Glory to Him,
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the Exalted). He thought it was the result of his effort and denied
the blessing and right of Allah Subhanahu Wa Taala (Glory to
Him, the Exalted). Then Allah Subhanahu Wa Taala (Glory to
Him, the Exalted) destroyed Qaroon a caused the earth to swallow
him and his dwelling place.

In the Holy Qur’an Allah Subhanahu Wa Taala has also narrated
the incidents of different tribes and people who were hit by natural
disasters. Some of these incidents have been mentioned below:

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Qamar. 54: Verse. 9 - 16

The people of Nuh (Noah) denied (their Messenger) before them,
they rejected our slave and said: "A madman!" and he was
insolently rebuked and threatened.

Then he invoked his Lord (saying): "l have been overcome, so help
(me)!™

So we opened the gates of heaven with water pouring forth.

And we caused springs to gush forth from the earth. So the waters
(of the heaven and the earth) met for a matter predestined.

And we carried him on a (ship) made of planks and nails,

Floating under Our Eyes: a reward for him who had been rejected!
And indeed, we have left this as a sign. Then is there any that will
remember (or receive admonition)?

Then how (terrible) were My Torment and My Warnings?

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Araf. 7: Verse. 64

But they belied him, so we saved him and those along with him in
the ship, and we drowned those who belied Our Ayat (proofs,
evidences, verses, lessons, signs, revelations, etc.). They were
indeed blind people.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Yunus. 10: Verse. 71

And recite to them the news of Nuh (Noah). When he said to his
people: "O my people, if my stay (with you), and my reminding
(you) of the Ayat (proofs, evidences, verses, lessons, signs,
revelations, etc.) of Allah is hard on you, then | put my trust in
Allah. So devise your plot, you and your partners, and let not your
plot be in doubt for you. Then pass your sentence on me and give
me no respite.
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The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Ahqgaf. 46: Verse. 24

Then, when they saw it as a dense cloud coming towards their
valleys, they said: "This is a cloud bringing us rain!" Nay, but it is
that (torment) which you were asking to be hastened! a wind
wherein is a painful torment!

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Ahqgaf. 46: Verse. 25

Destroying everything by the Command of its Lord! So they
became such that nothing could be seen except their dwellings!
Thus do we recompense the people who are Mujrimun (polytheists,
disbelievers, sinners,)!

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Ash-Shuara. 26: Verse. 139
So they belied him, and we destroyed them. Verily in this is indeed
a sign, yet most of them are not believers.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Ankabut. 29: Verse. 39

And (We destroyed also) Qarun (Korah), Fir'aun (Pharaoh), and
Haman. And indeed Musa (Moses) came to them with clear Ayat
(proofs, evidences, verses, lessons, signs, revelations, etc.), but
they were arrogant in the land, yet they could not outstrip Us
(escape Our punishment).

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Ankabut. 29: Verse. 40

So we punished each (of them) for his sins; of them were some on
whom we sent Hasib (a violent wind with a shower of stones) [as
on the people of Lout (Lot)], and of them were some who were
overtaken by As-Saihah [torment - awful cry. (As Thamud or
Shuaib's people)], and of them were some whom we caused the
earth to swallow [as Qarun (Korah)], and of them were some
whom we drowned [as the people of Nuh (Noah), or Fir'aun
(Pharaoh) and his people]. It was not Allah Who wronged them,
but they wronged themselves.

Prophet Hud

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Fussilat. 41: Verse. 16
So We sent upon them furious wind in days of evil omen (for
them) that We might give them a taste of disgracing torment in this
present worldly life, but surely the torment of the Hereafter will be
more disgracing, and they will never be helped.
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The Holy Qur’an: Surah An-Najm. 53: Verse. 50
And that it is He (Allah) who destroyed the former 'Ad (people).

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Qamar. 54: Verse. 19
Verily, we sent against them a furious wind of harsh voice on a day
of evil omen and continuous calamity.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Hagqgah. 69: Verse. 6
And as for 'Ad, they were destroyed by a furious violent wind!

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Hagqgah. 69: Verse. 7

Which Allah imposed on them for seven nights and eight days in
succession, so that you could see men lying overthrown
(destroyed) as if they were hollow trunks of date palms!

Prophet Nuh

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Araf. 7: Verse. 64

But they belied him, so we saved him and those along with him in
the ship, and we drowned those who belied Our Ayat (proofs,
evidences, verses, lessons, signs, revelations, etc.). They were
indeed blind people.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah At-Taubah. 9: Verse. 70

Has not the story reached them of those before them? - The people
of Nuh (Noah), 'Ad, and Thamud, the people of Ibrahim
(Abraham), the dwellers of Madyan (Midian) and the cities
overthrown [i.e. The people to whom Lut (Lot) preached], to them
came their Messengers with clear proofs. So it was not Allah Who
wronged them, but they used to wrong themselves.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Furgan. 25: Verse. 37

And Nuh's (Noah) people, when they denied the Messengers We
drowned them, and we made them as a sign for mankind. And we
have prepared a painful torment for the Zalimun (polytheists and
wrong-doers).

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Ash-Shuara. 26: Verse. 120
Then we drowned the rest (disbelievers) thereafter.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah As-Saffat. 37: Verse. 82
Then we drowned the other (disbelievers and polytheists).
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The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Qamar. 54: Verse. 11
So we opened the gates of heaven with water pouring forth.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Nuh. 71: Verse. 25
Because of their sins, they were drowned, they were made to enter
the Fire. And they found none to help them instead of Allah.

Prophet Lut

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Ankabut. 29: Verse. 31

And when Our Messengers came to Ibrahim (Abraham) with the
glad tidings they said: "Verily, we are going to destroy the people
of this [Lut's (Lot's)] town (i.e. the town of Sodom in Palestine);
truly, its people have been Zalimun [wrong-doers, polytheists
disobedient to Allah, and who belied their Messenger Lut (Lot)]."

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Ankabut. 29: Verse. 32

Ibrahim (Abraham) said: "But there is Lut (Lot) in it." They said:
"We know better who is there. We will verily save him [Lut (Lot)]
and his family except his wife: she will be of those who remain
behind (i.e. she will be destroyed along with those who will be
destroyed from her folk)."

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Adh-Dhariyat. 51: Verse. 33
To send down upon them stones of baked clay.

Fir'aun (Pharaoh)

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Bagarah. 2: Verse. 50

And (remember) when we separated the sea for you and saved you
and drowned Fir'aun's (Pharaoh) people while you were looking (at
them when the sea-water covered them).

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Imran. 3: Verse. 11

Like the behaviour of the people of Firaun (Pharaoh) and those
before them; they belied Our Ayat (proofs, evidences, verses,
lessons, signs, revelations, etc.), so Allah seized (destroyed) them
for their sins. And Allah is Severe in punishment.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Araf. 7: Verse. 136
So we took retribution from them. We drowned them in the sea
because they belied Our Ayat (proofs, evidences, verses, lessons,
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signs, revelations, etc.) and were heedless about them.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Araf. 7: Verse. 137

And we made the people who were considered weak to inherit the
eastern parts of the land and the western parts thereof which we
have blessed. And the fair Word of your Lord was fulfilled for the
Children of Israel, because of their endurance. And We destroyed
completely all the great works and buildings which Fir‘aun
(Pharaoh) and his people erected.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Anfal. 8: Verse. 52

Similar to the behaviour of the people of Fir'aun (Pharaoh), and of
those before them- they rejected the Ayat (proofs, verses, etc.) of
Allah, so Allah punished them for their sins. Verily, Allah is All-
Strong, Severe in punishment.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Anfal. 8: Verse. 54

Similar to the behaviour of the people of Fir'aun (Pharaoh), and
those before them. They belied the Ayat (proofs, evidences, verses,
lessons, signs, revelations, etc.), of their Lord, so we destroyed
them for their sins, and we drowned the people of Fir'aun
(Pharaoh) for they were all Zalimun (polytheists and wrong-doers).

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Taha. 20: Verse. 78
Then Fir‘aun (Pharaoh) pursued them with his hosts, but the sea-
water completely overwhelmed them and covered them up.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Taha. 20: Verse. 79
And Fir'aun (Pharaoh) led his people astray, and he did not guide
them.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Mu'minun. 23: Verse. 48
So they denied them both [Musa (Moses) and Harun (Aaron)] and
became of those who were destroyed.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Furgan. 25: Verse. 36

And we said: "Go you both to the people who have denied Our
Ayat (proofs, evidences, verses, lessons, signs, revelations, etc.).”
Then we destroyed them with utter destruction.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Ash-Shuara. 26: Verse. 65
And we saved Musa (Moses) and all those with him.
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The Holy Qur’an: Surah Ash-Shuara. 26: Verse. 66
Then we drowned the others.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Qasas. 28: Verse. 40

So we seized him and his hosts, and we threw them all into the sea
(and drowned them). So behold (O Muhammad Sallallahu Alayhi
wa Sallam) what was the end of the Zalimun [wrong-doers,
polytheists and those who disbelieved in the Oneness of their Lord
(Allah), or rejected the advice of His Messenger Musa (Moses)].

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Ankabut. 29: Verse. 40

So we punished each (of them) for his sins, of them were some on
whom we sent Hasib (a violent wind with a shower of stones) [as
on the people of Lut (Lot)], and of them were some who were
overtaken by As-Saihah [torment-awful cry. (As Thamud or
Shu'aib's people)], and of them were some whom we caused the
earth to swallow [as Qarun (Korah)], and of them were some
whom we drowned [as the people of Nuh (Noah), or Fir'aun
(Pharaoh) and his people]. It was not Allah Who wronged them,
but they wronged themselves.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Ghafir. 40: Verse. 45
So Allah saved him from the evils that they plotted (against him),
while an evil torment encompassed Fir‘aun's (Pharaoh) people.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Az-Zukhruf. 43: Verse. 55
So when they angered Us, we punished them and drowned them
all.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Az-Zukhruf. 43: Verse. 56
And we made them a precedent (as a lesson for those coming after
them), and an example to later generations.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Adh-Dhariyat. 51: Verse. 40
So we took him and his hosts, and dumped them into the sea, for
he was blamed worthy.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Hagqgah. 69: Verse. 10
And they disobeyed their Lord's Messenger, so He seized them
with a strong punishment.
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The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Muzzammil. 73: Verse. 16
But Firaun (Pharaoh) disobeyed the Messenger [Musa (Moses)];
so we seized him with a severe punishment.

Qaroon was destroyed by Allah Subhanahu Wa Taala

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Qasas. 28: Verse. 81

So We caused the earth to swallow him and his dwelling place.
Then he had no group or party to help him against Allah, nor was
he one of those who could save themselves.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Qasas. 28: Verse. 82

And those who had desired (for a position like) his position the day
before, began to say: "Know you not that it is Allah Who enlarges
the provision or restricts it to whomsoever He pleases of His
slaves. Had it not been that Allah was Gracious to us, He could
have caused the earth to swallow us up (also)! Know you not that
the disbelievers will never be successful.

1. Tribe of Prophet Nuh (Peace be upon him):

The tribe of Prophet Nuh (Peace be upon him) practised
polytheism and didn’t heed his message. As a result, a tribe of
Prophet Nuh (Peace be upon him) was destroyed by flood.

2. Tribe of Prophet Hod (Peace be upon him):

The tribe of Prophet Hod (Peace be upon him) practised
polytheism and rejected their messenger. They used to claim that
they were the superpower and say: “Who is mightier than us in
strength?”

As a result, a tribe of Prophet Hod (Peace be upon him) was
destroyed by a windstorm.

3. Tribe of Prophet Lot (Peace be upon him):

The tribe of Prophet Lot (Peace be upon him) indulged in
homosexuality. Prophet Lot (Peace be upon him) invited them to
the right path but they did not refrain from their bad habit.

As a result, a tribe of Prophet Lot (Peace be upon him) was
destroyed by a rain of stones.

4. Fir'aun (Pharaoh).
Fir’aun (Pharaoh) was disobedient to Allah Subhanahu Wa Taala
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and denied the clear signs brought to him by Prophet Musa (Peace
be upon him):

As a result, Allah Subhanahu Wa Taala drowned Fir’aun (Pharaoh)
in the sea.

5. Qaroon: Qaroon was a wealthy person unwilling to admit that
his wealth was given to him by Allah Subhanahu Wa Taala. He
believed it was the result of his strength. As a result, Allah
Subhanahu Wa Taala caused the earth to swallow him and his
dwelling place.

6. Polytheists of Makkah: Polytheists of Makkah brought a big
army against Prophet Muhammad (Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam)
and his companions. The Muslims felt they would not be able to
defeat this army. Allah Subhanahu Wa Taala helped Muslims in a
hidden way by sending a windstorm that pushed the enemy army
back.

The Holy Qur’an and Hadith have guided us in all walks of life;
they also guide us about how to be safe from natural disasters and
calamities.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Bagarah. 2: Verse. 155

And certainly, we shall test you with something of fear, hunger,
loss of wealth, lives, and fruits, but give glad tidings to As-Sabirun
(the patient).

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Bagarah. 2: Verse. 156
Who, when afflicted with calamity, say: "Truly! To Allah, we
belong, and truly, to Him, we shall return.”

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Bagarah. 2: Verse. 157

They are those on whom are the Salawat (i.e. who are blessed and
will be forgiven) from their Lord, and (they are those who) receive
His Mercy, and it is they who are the guided ones.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-A’raf. 7: Verse. 96

And if the people of the towns had believed and had the Tagwa
(piety), certainly, we should have opened for them blessings from
the heaven and the earth, but they belied (the Messengers). So we
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took them (with punishment) for what they used to earn
(polytheism and crimes).

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Anfal. 8: Verse. 33

And Allah would not punish them while you (Muhammad
Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam) are amongst them, nor will He
punish them while they seek (Allah's) Forgiveness.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Yunus. 10: Verse. 98

Was there any town (community) that believed (after seeing the
punishment), and its Faith (at that moment) saved it (from the
punishment)? (The answer is none) - Except the people of Yunus
(Jonah); when they believed, we removed from them the torment
of disgrace in the life of the (present) world, and permitted them to
enjoy for a while.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah At-Talag. 65: Verse. 2

Then when they are about to attain their term appointed, either take
them back in a good manner or part with them in a good manner.
And take as witness two just persons from among you (Muslims).
And establish the testimony for Allah. That will be an admonition
given to him who believes in Allah and the Last Day. And
whosoever fears Allah and keeps his duty to Him, He will make a
way for him to get out (from every difficulty).

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-An‘am. 6, Verse: 131

This is because your Lord would not destroy the (populations of)
towns for their wrong-doing (i.e. associating others in worship
along with Allah) while their people were unaware (so the
Messengers were sent).

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Hud. 11, Verse: 25

And indeed we sent Nuh (Noah) to his people (and he said): "I
have come to you as a plain warner."

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Hud. 11, Verse: 26

"That you worship none but Allah; surely, | fear for you the
torment of a painful Day."

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Hud. 11, Verse: 101
We wronged them not, but they wronged themselves. So their
alihah (gods), other than Allah, whom they invoked, profited them
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naught when there came the Command of your Lord, nor did they
add aught (to them) but destruction.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah An-Nahl. 16, Verse: 113

And verily, there had come unto them a Messenger (Muhammad
sallallahu alayhi wa sallam) from among themselves, but they
denied him, so the torment overtook them while they were
Zalimun (polytheists and wrong-doers).

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Taha. 20, Verse: 128

Is it not a guidance for them (to know) how many generations we
have destroyed before them, in whose dwellings they walk? Verily,
in this are signs indeed for men of understanding.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Hajj. 25, Verse: 45

Have you not seen how your Lord spread the shadow? If He
willed, He could have made it still then - but we have made the sun
its guide (i.e. after the sunrise, the shadow shrinks and vanishes at
mid-noon and then again appears in the afternoon with the decline
of the sun, and had there been no sunlight, there would have been
no shadow).

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Ash—Shuara. 26, Verse: 208
And never did we destroy a township but it had its warner’s.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Ash—Shuara. 26, Verse: 209
By way of reminder, and we have never been unjust.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah An-Naml. 27, Verse: 69

Say to them (O Muhammad sallallahu alayhi wa sallam) "Travel in
the land and see how has been the end of the Mujrimun (criminals,
those who denied Allah's Messengers and disobeyed Allah)."

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Qasas. 28, Verse: 59

And never will your Lord destroy the towns (populations) until He
sends to their mother town a Messenger reciting to them Our
Verses. And never would we destroy the towns unless the people
thereof are Zalimun (polytheists, wrong-doers, disbelievers in the
Oneness of Allah, oppressors, and tyrants).

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Ankabut. 29, Verse: 38
And 'Ad and Thamud (people)! And indeed (their destruction) is
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clearly apparent to you from their (ruined) dwellings. Shaitan
(Satan) made their deeds fair-seeming to them, and turned them
away from the (Right) Path, though they were intelligent.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Ankabut. 29, Verse: 39

And (We destroyed also) Qarun (Korah), Fir'aun (Pharaoh), and
Haman. And indeed Musa (Moses) came to them with clear Ayat
(proofs, evidence, verses, lessons, signs, revelations, etc.), but they
were arrogant in the land, yet they could not outstrip Us (escape
Our punishment).

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Ar-Rum. 30, Verse: 42

Say (O Muhammad sallallahu alayhi wa sallam): "Travel in the
land and see what was the end of those before (you)! Most of them
were Mushrikun (polytheists, idolaters, disbelievers in the Oneness
of Allah).”

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Ghafir. 40, Verse: 84

So when they saw Our punishment, they said: "We believe in
Allah Alone and reject (all) that we used to associate with Him as
(His) partners.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Ghafir. 40, Verse: 85

Then their Faith (in Islamic Monotheism) could not avail them
when they saw Our punishment. (Like) this has been the way of
Allah in dealing with His slaves. And there the disbelievers lost
utterly (when Our Torment covered them).

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Ahgaf. 46, Verse: 21

And remember (Hud) the brother of 'Ad, when he warned his
people in Al-Ahqgaf (the curved sand-hills in the southern part of
Arabian Peninsula). And surely, there have passed away warners
before him and after him (saying): "Worship none but Allah; truly,
| fear for you the torment of a mighty Day (i.e. the day of
resurrection).”

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Ahgaf. 46, Verse: 27

And indeed We have destroyed towns (populations) round about
you, and We have (repeatedly) shown (them) the Ayat (proofs,
evidence, verses, lessons, signs, revelations, etc.) in various ways
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that they might return (to the truth and believe in the Oneness of
Allah - Islamic Monotheism).

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Mohammad. 47, Verse: 10.

Have they not travelled through the earth and seen what was the
end of those before them? Allah destroyed them completely, and a
similar (fate awaits) the disbelievers.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah An-Najm. 53, Verse: 56
This (Muhammad sallallahu alayhi wa sallam) is a warner
(Messenger) of the (series of) warners (Messengers) of old.

Natural disasters have been striking different parts of the world
throughout history. People have different views about them; some
take them as ordinary happenings and accidents taking place by
accident, while many others take them as torments of Allah.
We need to seek guidance from the Holy Qur’an and the Hadith
about these difficulties. When we read the Holy Qur’an and
Hadiths carefully, we can conclude the following points:

1. Natural disasters are a warning for the disbelievers.

2. Natural disasters are tests for believers.

3. Natural disasters are the punishment of Allah for those

people who are either disbelievers or cross His limits.

Tsunamis, floods, earthquakes, storms, fire, and other natural
disasters have been happening throughout.
It is difficult to forget the death, pain, cries of people, men women,
and children, the human suffering from evil, painful death, and
destruction.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Fatir. 35, Verse: 45.

And if Allah were to punish men for that which they earned, He
would not leave a moving (living) creature on the surface of the
earth, but He gives them respite to an appointed term, and when
their term comes, then verily, Allah is Ever All Seer of His slaves.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Ash- Shura. 42, Verse: 30.
And whatever of misfortune befalls you, it is because of what your
hands have earned. And He pardons much.
Sometimes, innocent people are affected by natural disasters, these
innocent people will get the reward of Allah on the Day of
Judgment for the affliction they faced.
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The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Anfal. 8, Verse: 25.

And fear the Fitnah (affliction and trial) which affects not in
particular (only) those of you who do wrong (but it may afflict all
the good and the bad people), and know that Allah is Severe in
punishment.

Hadith on the funeral

Standing for the funeral

Sahih Al- Bukhari — Volume. 2, Hadith No. 1311. Narrated Jabir
bin 'Abdullah A funeral procession passed in front of us and the
Prophet stood up and we too stood up. We said, "0 Allah's
Messenger! This is the funeral procession of a Jew." He said,
"Whenever you see a funeral procession, you should stand up.

Sahih Al- Bukhari — Volume. 2, Hadith No. 1330. Narrated 'Urwa:
‘Aishah said, "The Prophet in his fatal illness said, 'Allah cursed
the Jews and the Christians because they took the graves of their
Prophets as places for worship (mosques).” 'Aishah added, "Had it
not been for that the grave of the Prophet would have been made
prominent, but I am afraid it might be taken (as a) place for
worship (mosque)."

Sunan- An-Nasa - Volume- 3. Hadith No.1916. It was narrated
from Amir Bin Rab’ah that the Prophet said: "When any one of
you sees a funeral and is not walking with it, let him stand up until
it has passed him, or until (the body) is placed an (in the grave)
before it passes him."

Sunan- An-Nasa - Volume- 3. Hadith N0.1917. It was narrated
from Amir Bin Rabi'ah Al-'Adawi that the Messenger of Allah
said: "When you see a funeral, stand up until it has passed you, or
(the body) is placed (in the grave)."

Sunan- An-Nasa - Volume- 3. Hadith N0.1918. It was narrated that
Abu Sa'eed said: "The Messenger of Allah said: 'When you see a
funeral, stand up, and whoever follows it, let him not sit down until
(the body) is placed (in the grave)."

Sunan- An-Nasa - Volume- 3. Hadith No. 1919. It was narrated
that Abu Hurairah and Abu Sa'eed said: "We never saw the
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Messenger of Allah attend any funeral where he sat down until (the
body) was placed (in the grave)."

Sunan- An-Nasa - Volume- 3. Hadith No. 1920. It was narrated
from Abu Sa'eed that a funeral passed by the Messenger of Allah
and he stood up. (One of the narrators) 'Amr said: "If a funeral
passed by the Messenger of Allah he would stand up."

Sunan- An-Nasa - Volume- 3. Hadith No. 1921. It was narrated
from Yazid bin Thabit that they were sitting with the Messenger of
Allah when a funeral appeared. The Messenger of Allah stood up,
and those who were with him stood up, until it had passed by.

Sunan- An-Nasa - Volume- 3. Hadith No. 1923. It was narrated
that Jabir bin 'Abdullah said: "A funeral passed by us and the
Messenger of Allah stood up and we stood with him. | said: '0
Messenger of Allah, it is a Jewish funeral." He said: 'Death is
something terrifying, so if you see a funeral, stand up.™ This is the
wording of Khalid.

Who may get down in the grave of a woman?

Sahih Al- Bukhari — Volume. 2, Hadith No. 1342. Narrated Anas:
We were in the funeral procession of the daughter of Allah's
Messenger, and Allah's Messenger was sitting near the grave and |
saw his eyes full of tears. He said, "Is there anyone amongst you
who did not have sexual relations with his wife last night?" Abu
Talba replied in the affirmative. And so, Allah's Messenger told
him to get down in her grave and he got down in her grave and
buried her.

The Deceased Is Tormented Because Of His Family's Crying
For Him.

Sahih Muslim— Volume. 2, Hadith No. 2142. It was narrated from
'‘Abdulléah that Hafsah cried for 'Umar and he said: "Take it easy, 0
my daughter.” Do you not know that the Messenger of Allah said:
"The deceased is tormented because of his family crying for him."?
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Sahih Muslim— Volume. 2, Hadith No. 2143. It was narrated from
‘Umar (with a different chain) that the Prophet said: "The deceased
is tormented in his grave because of wailing for him."

Sahih Muslim— Volume. 2, Hadith No. 2144. It was narrated from
‘Umar (with a different chain) that the Prophet said: "The deceased
is tormented in his grave because of wailing for him."

Sahih Muslim- Volume. 2, Hadith No. 2145. It was narrated that
Ibn 'Umar said: "When Umar was stabbed, he lost consciousness
and they wailed for him. When he came round he said: 'Do you not
know that the Messenger of Allah said: "The deceased is
tormented because of the crying of the living."?

Sahih Muslim— Volume. 2, Hadith No. 2146. It was narrated from
Abu Burdah that his father said: "When 'Umar was attacked,
Suhaib started saying: '0 my brother!" 'Umar said to him: '0 Suhaib,
do you not know that the Messenger of Allah said: The deceased is
tormented because of the crying of the living."?

Sunan- An-Nasa. Volume- 3. Hadith No. 1849. It was narrated
from Ibn 'Umar, from ‘Umar that the Prophet said: "The deceased
is punished due to the weeping of his family for him."

Sunan- An-Nasa. Volume- 3. Hadith No. 1850. It was narrated that
'‘Abdullah bin Subaih said: "I heard Muhammad bin Sirin say: 'It
was mentioned in the presence of 'Imran bin Husain that the
deceased is punished due to the weeping of the living." 'Imran said:
“The Messenger of Allah said it."

Sunan- An-Nasa. Volume- 3. Hadith No. 1851. It was narrated that
Ibn Shihib said: "Silim said: 'l heard 'Abdullih bin 'Umar say:
“Umar said: The Messenger of Allah said: The deceased is
punished due to his family's weeping for him.”

Sunan- An-Nasa. Volume- 3. Hadith No. 1854. It was narrated that
"Umar said: "I heard the Messenger of Allah say: “The deceased is
punished in his grave due to the wailing over him.”
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Moving the deceased from one land to another which is
disliked

Sunan-Abu-Dawud. Volume — 3. Hadith No. 3165. It was narrated
that Jabir bin 'Abdulldh said: "We were moving the slain on the
Day of Uhud in order to bury them, and the caller of the Prophet
came and said: 'The Messenger of Allah is commanding you to
bury the slain where they fell." So we took them back."

The Prohibition of saying anything bad about the deceased

Sunan- An-Nasa. Volume- 3. Hadith No. 1937. It was narrated that
‘Aishah’ said: "Something bad was said in the presence of the
Prophet about a person who had died. He said: 'Do not say
anything but good about your dead."

Prohibition of verbally abusing the dead

Sunan- An-Nasa. Volume- 3. Hadith No. 1938. It was narrated that
‘Aishah’ said: The Messenger of Allah said: “Do not verbally
abuse the dead, for they have reached the consequences of what
they did."

It Is Disliked To Walk Between Graves Wearing Shoe.

Sunan- An-Nasa. Volume- 3. Hadith No. 2050. It was narrated that
Bashir bin Al-Khasasiyyah said: "I was walking with the
Messenger of Allah and he passed by the graves of the Muslims
and said: 'They died before a great deal of evil came to them.' Then
he passed by the graves of the idolators and said: 'They died before
a great deal of good came to them."' Then he turned, and he saw a
man walking between the graves in his sandals and he said: '0 you
with the Sibtiyah sandals, take them off."

What has been related about not performing the (Funeral)
Salat (prayer) for the martyr?

Jami — At - Tirmidhi — Volume — 2. Hadith No. 1036. 'Abdur-
Rahman bin Ka'b bin Malik narrated that J&bir bin 'Abdullah
informed him that the Prophet had put two men together in one
cloth from those who were killed at (the battle of) Uhud, then he
said: "Which of them memorized the more of the Qur'an?" When
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one of them was indicated to him, he put him in the Lahd (first)
and said: "l am a witness for these people on the Day of
Judgement.” And he ordered that they be buried in their blood, and
that they not be prayed over, nor washed.

What Has Been Related About One Who Died On Friday

Jami — At - Tirmidhi — Volume — 2. Hadith No. 1074. 'Abdull&h
bin 'Amr narrated that the Messenger of Allah said: "No Muslim
dies on the day of Friday, nor the night of Friday, except that Allah
protects him from the trials of the grave.”

The Prohibition of Plastering Graves or Erecting Structures
over Them

Sahih Muslim— Volume. 2, Hadith No. 2245. It was narrated that
Jabir said: "The Messenger of Allah (Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam)
forbade plastering graves, sitting on them and erecting structures
over them."

Sunan-Abu-Dawud. Volume — 3. Hadith No. 3225 & 3226. Abii
Az-Zubair narrated that he heard Jabir say: "l heard the Prophet
(Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam) forbid sitting on graves and
plastering or building structures over them."

Sunan- An-Nasa. Volume- 3. Hadith No. 2031. It was narrated that
Jabir said: "The Messenger of Allah (Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam)
forbade plastering over graves."

Jami — At - Tirmidhi — Volume — 2. Hadith No. 1052. Jabir
narrated: "The Messenger of Allah (Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam)
prohibited plastering graves, writing on them, building over them,
and treading on them."
