The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Fatihah. 1, Verse. 5
You (Alone) we worship, and you (Alone) we ask for help (for
each and everything).

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Az-Zumar. 39, Verse. 45

And when Allah Alone is mentioned, the hearts of those who
believe not in the Hereafter are filled with disgust (from the
Oneness of Allah) and when those (whom they obey or worship)
besides Him [like all false deities other than Allah, - it may be a
Messenger, an angel, a pious man, a jinn, or any other creature
even idols, graves of religious people, saints, priests, monks, and
others.] are mentioned, behold, they rejoice!

Sahih Bukhari — VVolume. 2, Hadith Number 1341.

Narrated 'Aishah: When the Prophet (Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam)
became ill, some of his wives talked about a church which they
had seen in Ethiopia and it was called Mariya. Umm Salina and
Umm Habiba had been to Ethiopia, and both of them narrated its
(the church's) beauty and the pictures it contained. The Prophet
(Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam) raised his head and said, "Those are
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the people who, whenever a pious man dies amongst them, make a
mosque (a place of worship) at his grave and then they make those
pictures in it. Those are the worst creatures in front of Allah."

Narrated 'Aisha: Allah's Messenger (Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam)
in his fatal illness said, "Allah cursed the Jews and the Christians,
for they built the places of worship at the graves of their prophets.”
And if that had not been the case, then the Prophet's grave would
have been made prominent before the people. So (the Prophet) was
afraid, or the people were afraid that his grave might be taken as a
place for worship.

It was narrated from Abu Hurairah that the Messenger of Allah
(Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam) said: "May Allah curse the Jews, for
they took the graves of their Prophets as places of Masjid
(prostration)."

Sunan- An-Nasa. Volume- 3. Hadith Number 2049.

It was narrated from Abu Hurairah that the Messenger of Allah
(Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam) said: "May Allah curse the Jews and
Christians who took the graves of their prophets as Masjids.

The Prohibition _of Plastering Graves or Erecting Structures
over Them

Sahih Muslim- Volume. 2, Hadith Number 2245.

It was narrated that Jabir said: "The Messenger of Allah (Sallallahu
Alayhi wa Sallam) forbid plastering graves, sitting on them and
erecting structures over them."

Sunan-Abu-Dawud. Volume — 3. Hadith Numbers 3225 & 3226.
Abu Az-Zubair narrated that he heard Jabir say: "I heard the
Prophet (Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam) forbid sitting on graves and
plastering or building structures over them."
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Sunan- An-Nasa. Volume- 3. Hadith Number 2031.
It was narrated that Jabir said: "The Messenger of Allah (Sallallahu
Alayhi wa Sallam) forbid plastering over graves."

Jami — At - Tirmidhi — VVolume — 2. Hadith Number 1052.

Jabir narrated: "The Messenger of Allah (Sallallahu Alayhi wa
Sallam) prohibited plastering graves, writing on them, building
over them, and treading on them."

What has been related about it being disliked for women to
visit the Graves?

Jami — At - Tirmidhi — VVolume — 2. Hadith Number 1056.

Abu Hurairah narrated: "Indeed the Messenger of Allah (Sallallahu
Alayhi wa Sallam) cursed the women who visit the graves.”

In Islam, women are prohibited to visit the grave.

Islam prohibited worshipping anything but Allah. Hence,
worshipping the grave of Prophet Muhammad (Sallallahu Alayhi
wa Sallam) is not just haraam but shirk or something that will
make the worshipper a non-Muslim. | observed after Grave
prostration (Grave worship) is forbidden in Islam. Grave
prostration (Grave worship) is a shirk and it’s an act of disbeliever.
Many believe that worshiping the Dead Saints located in Dargahs
is part of Islam as this has been done by Millions of Muslims.
When you visit the dargah you will see many Muslim men bowing
to the grave of a dead Saint, this behaviour is called the association
of partners to Allah. Meaning to invoke someone or something's
name together with Allah or in its place.

This type of behaviour has no place in Islam and can only be
considered Shirk (Association of Partners with Allah).

Indeed your Lord is Allah, Who created the heavens and the earth
in Six Days, and then He rose over (Istawa) the Throne (really in a
manner that suits His Majesty). He brings the night as a cover over
the day, seeking it rapidly, and (He created) the sun, the moon, and
the stars subjected to His Command. Surely, His is the Creation
and Commandment. Blessed be Allah, the Lord of the 'Alamin
(mankind, jinns, and all that exists)!

The Holy Qur’an: Surah At-Taubah. 9, Verse. 36

Verily, the number of months with Allah is twelve months (in a
year), so was it ordained by Allah on the Day when He created the
heavens and the earth; of them, four are Sacred, (i.e. the 1st, the
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7th, the 11th and the 12th months of the Islamic calendar). That is
the right religion, so wrong not yourselves therein, and fight
against the Mushrikun (polytheists, pagans, idolaters, disbelievers
in the Oneness of Allah) collectively, as they fight against you
collectively.

And We have explained
everything (in detail) with full explanation.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-lIsra. 17, Verse. 78

Perform As-Salat (Igamat-as-Salat) from mid-day till the darkness
of the night (i.e. the Zuhr, 'Asr, Maghrib, and 'Isha’ prayers), and
recite the Qur’an in the early dawn (i.e. the Morning Prayer).
Verily, the recitation of the Qur’an in the early dawn is ever
witnessed (attended by the angels in charge of mankind of the day
and the night).

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-lIsra. 17, Verse. 79

And in some parts of the night (also) offer the Salat (prayer) with it
(i.e. recite the Qur’an in the prayer), as an additional prayer
(Tahajjud optional prayer Nawafil) for you (O Muhammad
Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam). It may be that your Lord will raise
you to Magam Mahmud (a station of praise and glory, i.e. the
honour of intercession on the Day of Resurrection).

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The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Kahf. 18, Verse. 86

Until, when he reached the setting place of the sun, he found it
setting in a spring of black muddy (or hot) water. And he found
near it a people. We (Allah) said (by inspiration): "O Dhul-
Qarnain! Either you punish them, or treat them with kindness."

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Kahf. 18, Verse. 90

Until, when he came to the rising place of the sun, he found it
rising on a people for whom We (Allah) had provided no shelter
against the sun.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Taha. 20, Verse. 130

So bear patiently (O Muhammad Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam)
what they say, and glorify the praises of your Lord before the
rising of the sun, and before its setting, and during some hours of
the night, and at the ends of the day (an indication for the five
compulsory congregational prayers), that you may become pleased
with the reward which Allah shall give you.

Universe: The Big Bang Theory

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Anbiya. 21, Verse. 30

Have not those who disbelieve known that the heavens and the
earth were joined together as one united piece, then We parted
them? And We have made from water every living thing. Will they
not then believe?

Universe: The Big Bang Theory

It was discovered in 1929 by an American astronomer Edwin
Hubble, the Hubble’s Law according to which all entities in space
are moving away from the Earth at speeds proportional to their
distance i.e. the greater the distance from earth, the faster they are
moving. Soon after this, he discovered that galaxies are moving
away from each other as well which means that the universe is
expanding overall.

The Big Bang theory states that around 12-15 billion years ago the
universe came into existence from one single extremely hot and

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dense point, due to an explosion of this point the universe came
into being.

In 1965, radio astronomers Arno Penzias and Robert Wilson won
the Noble Prize for the discovery that confirmed the Big Bang
theory.

Water

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Bagarah 2. Verse. 22

Who has made the earth a resting place for you, and the sky as a
canopy, and sent down water (rain) from the sky and brought forth
therewith fruits as a provision for you. Then do not set up rivals
unto Allah (in worship) while you know (that He Alone has the
right to be worshipped).

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Bagarah 2. Verse. 164

Verily! In the creation of the heavens and the earth, and in the
alternation of night and day, and the ships which sail through the
sea with that which is of use to mankind, and the water (rain)
which Allah sends down from the sky and makes the earth alive
therewith after its death, and the moving (living) creatures of all
kinds that He has scattered therein, and in the veering of winds and
clouds which are held between the sky and the earth, are indeed
Ayat (proofs, evidences, signs, etc.) for people of understanding.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Anbiya. 21, Verse. 30

Have not those who disbelieve known that the heavens and the
earth were joined together as one united piece, then We parted
them? And We have made from water every living thing. Will they
not then believe?

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Mu'minun 23. Verse. 18

And we sent down from the sky water (rain) in (due) measure, and
we gave it lodging in the earth, and verily, we are able to take it
away.

Allah has created every moving (living) creature from water. Of
them there are some that creep on their bellies, some that walk on
two legs, and some that walk on four.

And it is He Who sends the winds as heralds of glad tidings, going

The Sky’s Protection

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Anbiya: 21, Verse. 32

And We have made the heaven a roof, safe and well-guarded. Yet
they turn away from its signs (i.e. sun, moon, winds, clouds, etc.).

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The Sky’s Protection

It is a scientific fact that the sky, with all of its gasses, protects the
earth and the life that is present on it from the harmful rays of the
sun. If there was no protective ozone layer, life on earth would
cease to exist as the temperature on earth.

The Sun, Earth, and Moon moving.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Anbiya. 21, Verse. 33

And He it is Who has created the night and the day, and the sun
and the moon, each in an orbit floating.

The Sun, Earth, and Moon moving.

As commonly thought before the 21st century amongst the
astronomer Earth is moving around the sun. Today it is a well-
established fact that the Sun, the Moon, the Earth, and all the other
bodies in the Universe are moving in an orbit and constantly
moving, not stationary.

We’re always on the move! Even when you’re standing still,
you’re moving! You are moving because the Earth and everything
in our solar system are continuously moving. Our solar system
includes the Sun, nine planets, and their Moons, comets, and
asteroids. These objects are sometimes called heavenly bodies, and
they are continuously moving, too. At the center of it all is the Sun.
It takes the Sun 25 days to spin, or rotate, completely around.

The Earth, which is the third planet from the Sun, takes 24 hours to
rotate. This is what causes day and night. As the Earth rotates, it
also moves, or revolves, around the Sun.

The Earth’s path around the Sun is called its orbit. It takes the
Earth 365 days, to completely orbit the Sun.

As the Earth orbits the Sun, the Moon orbits the Earth. The Moon’s
orbit lasts 27 % days, but because the Earth keeps moving, it takes
the Moon two extra days, 29 % days, to come back to the same
place in our sky.

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The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Hajj. 22, Verse. 61

That is because Allah merges the night into the day, and He
merges the day into the night. And verily, Allah is All-Hearer, All-
Seer.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Mu'minun. 23, Verse. 12
And indeed We created man (Adam) out of an extract of clay
(water and earth).

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Mu'minun. 23, Verse. 13

Thereafter We made him (the offspring of Adam) as a Nutfah
(mixed drops of the male and female sexual discharge and lodged
it) in a safe lodging (womb of the woman).

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Mu'minun. 23, Verse. 14

Then We made the Nutfah into a clot (a piece of thick coagulated
blood), then We made the clot into a little lump of flesh, then We
made out of that little lump of flesh bones, then We clothed the
bones with flesh, and then We brought it forth as another creation.
So blessed is Allah, the Best of creators.

Embryology
Science has only verified this with the help of the latest

technology. Is Professor Emeritus Keith L. Moore who is one of
the world’s most well-known scientists in the fields of anatomy
and embryology, said that “It is clear to me that these statements
must have come to Prophet Muhammad (Sallallahu Alayhi wa
Sallam) from God because almost all of this knowledge was not
discovered until many centuries later.”

The Holy Qur’an: Surah An-Nur. 24, Verse. 40

Or [the state of a disbeliever] is like the darkness in a vast deep
sea, overwhelmed with waves topped by a great waves, topped by
dark clouds, (layers of) darkness: if a man stretches out his hand,
he can hardly see it!

Modern science has discovered that in bays, where fresh (sweet)
water and saltwater meet, the situation is somewhat different from
that found in places where two saltwater seas meet. It has been
discovered that what distinguishes fresh (sweet) water from
saltwater in sources is a “pycnocline zone with a noticeable density
discontinuity separating the two layers.”

Science has discovered that in places where two different seas
meet, there is a barrier that divides them which helps both the seas
maintain their own temperature, salinity, as well as density.
Pycnocline, in oceanography, is the boundary separating two liquid
layers of different densities. Because the pycnocline zone is
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extremely stable, it acts as a barrier for surface processes. Thus,
changes in salinity or temperature are very small below pycnocline
but are seasonal in surface waters.

This partition zone of separation has salinity different from both
the fresh (sweet) water and the salt water.

Dr. William Hay, a well-known marine scientist and Professor of
Geological Sciences at the University of Colorado, U.S.A. was
also confirmed these scientific phenomena which are mentioned in
the Holy Qur’an, this phenomenon occurs in several places, in
Egypt, where the river Nile flows into the Mediterranean Sea,
including the divider between the Mediterranean and the Atlantic
Ocean at Gibraltar. A white bar can also be clearly seen at Cape
Point, Cape Peninsula, South Africa where the Atlantic Ocean
meets the Indian Ocean.

Muslims and Education in Modern Life

The First Commandment of Allah to mankind

According to the Islamic faith, the First Commandment of Allah to
mankind is that he must learn and acquire knowledge. Allah stated
in “The Holy Qur’an”.

Has created man from a clot (a piece of thick coagulated blood).

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Alag. 96, Verse.3
Read! And your Lord is the Most Generous.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Alag. 96, Verse.4
Who has taught (the writing) by the pen.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Alag. 96, Verse.5
He has taught man that which he knew not.

The first person to write was Prophet Idrees (Peace be upon him).

The word of Prophet Muhammad (Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam) is
as follows.

“Seeking knowledge is compulsory for every Muslim”.
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“Whoever follows a path seeking knowledge, Allah will make
his/her path to paradise easy”.

“Wisdom is the lost property of the believer”.

“Illiteracy is the main cause of unawareness & literacy is the main
key of success”.

There are two categories of education as follows.

1. Modern education.

2. Religious education.

Most Muslims are illiterate for that reason they are poor, they don’t
have money to spend on education when if there are government
facilities for poor boys and girls they don’t have an interest in
going for education, this is the main reason Muslims are far away
from education. Even most Muslim educators are not interested in
educating the Muslim community all almost 95% are interested in
how to earn money and they are working in a business.

Only a few Muslim educators or organizations are interested to
educate the Muslim community and they are working on it.

As a matter is fact literacy is the main key to success and every
successful community is educated, now Jews, Christians, Parsi,
and Buddhists are on the top because of education. Muslim
countries are the richest countries in the world but they are busy
building the tallest towers and entertainment places parks, etc.

According to the website of the Union of Islamic World Students,
Al-Azhar University is also considering establishing branch
campuses around the world — including in the United States,
Bangladesh, Belgium, Denmark, Germany, Iran, lIraqg, Israel,
Madagascar, Sudan, and Tanzania, but not a single branch in
Arabian countries, Al-Azhar University is one of the oldest
University in the world which is still working. As a matter of fact,
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rich Muslims are attracted to modern culture and modern
education.

According to the Emirates News Agency. Al-Azhar’s Grand Imam
Sheikh Ahmad Al Tayeb recently signed an agreement with Mr.
Muhammad Mattar Salem Al Kaabi, a general authority of Islamic
affairs and endowments to set up the Al-Azhar branch, in the
United Arab Emirates.

Al-Azhar University — considered the ‘Oxford’ of the Islamic
world — is to open its first branch campus outside its home country
Egypt. The branch in Al Ain, the second-largest city in Abu Dhabi
in the United Arab Emirates, is expected to open in September
2023.

According to the Pew Research Center in the United States of
America, around the world, nearly four-in-ten Muslims have no
formal schooling

Global Average No formal schooling:

Muslim — 36%

Non-Muslim — 15%

So, the Muslim community is so backward in the basic education
system, either modern education or religious education, even the
modern educated Muslims are backward in religious education
because they don't have an interest in religious education.

We are studying lots of subjects from lots of books to get worldly
benefits but being a Muslims we don’t have time to study the
religious subject from two books which is “The Holy Qur’an” and
“Authentic Hadith”. Then how can say I am Muslim because we
don't know what is permissible or what is prohibited for a Muslim
and what the message of Allah and Prophet Muhammad
(Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam) to mankind is. We don’t have time
to go for religious education because we don’t understand its
importance even if we don't have an interest in religious education
we are running behind modern education for only worldly benefits.
If you don’t know the basic things of Islam, then how you will
become a good Muslim, for this reason, Ulemas (scholars) are
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using us and we are going behind them like sheep. Ulemas
(scholars) are creating differences to get worldly benefits and
increase their followers due to most Muslims are illiterate in the
field of religious studies so, Ulemas (scholars) are using us to
increase the followers and make sects that we don't understand.
Most 99% of rich and middle-class Muslims and 5% poor class

Most Muslims are adopted Judaism and Christianity culture and
celebrate Birthday parties, Valentine's Day, Rose Day, Father's
Day, Mother's Day, Daughter's Day, Friend’s Day, Ist January as
New Year, etc. These are not a part of Islam. We are doing this
because we are far away from our religious studies and we are
adopted western culture. We must try to stop this type of activity in
our society it is the duty of each and every Muslim to educate our
children.

It was narrated that Abu Hurairah said: "The Messenger of Allah
(Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam) said: "The Jews split into seventy-
one or seventy-two sects, and the Christians split into seventy-one
or seventy-two sects, and my Ummah will split into seventy-three
sects."

In this Hadith Prophet Muhammad (Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam)
says that his Ummah (community) will be divided into seventy-
three sects. He never told us to divide. This is our
misunderstanding that "He told us to divide so we are dividing".
From this Hadith, we must make it clear that he never supported
division amongst Muslims he just predicted that something like
this will happen and his all prediction will be true.

If you study Islam, you can find always the controversial
differences created by Ulemas (scholars) due to different opinions
from different schools of thought. Therefore, it is our duty to
understand the facts and try to remove the gap between the
different views. In order to do so, we shall be required to study
what are the different views and what are the references upon
which these views are based.

If all Muslims only read the Holy Qur’an and authentic Hadith
with understanding, In-shaa Allah most of these differences would
be solved and we could be one united Muslim ummah.

It is prohibited to make sects and divisions in Islam.

Sunan Abu Dawood Hadith Number 4579, but the right number is
4596 (Model Behavior of the Prophet the book of Sunnah).

Sunan Abu Dawood Hadith Number 4579 is about the Type of
Blood (the book of Al-Diyat).

Again Dr. Zakir Naik mentioned in his book named The Qur’an
and Modern Science Compatible or Incompatible, page number 9,
the earth’s shape: he translated the Holy Qur’an, and he is giving
reference to the Holy Qur’an translated by A. Yusuf Ali, I have
checked the Holy Qur’an translated by A. Yusuf Ali but is not
identical.

Below the Holy Qur’an translated by Dr. Zakir Nair.

Why Muslims are divided into sects?

When all the Muslims follow oneness, one Allah one Book “The
Holy Qur’an” and one (Rasul) Prophet Muhammad (Sallallahu
Alayhi wa Sallam) then why are there so many sects and different
schools of thought among Muslims?

The different branches and schools in Islam. The best-known split,
into Sunni Islam, Shia Islam, and Kharijites, was mainly political
at first but eventually acquired theological and jurisprudential
dimensions. There are three traditional types of schools in Islam:
Sunni Islam, also known as Ahl as-Sunnah wa'l-Jama’h or simply
Ahl as-Sunnah, is the largest denomination of Islam. The word
Sunni comes from the word sunnah, which means the teachings
and actions or examples of the Sahaba and the Islamic prophet
Muhammad (Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam). In many countries,
overwhelming majorities of Muslims are Sunnis, so they simply
refer to themselves as "Sunnis" and do not use Muslims as a label.
The Sunnis believe that Prophet Muhammad (Sallallahu Alayhi wa
Sallam) did not specifically appoint a successor to lead the Muslim
Umma (community) before his death, however, they approve of
the private election of the first companion, Abu Bakr.

Sunni Muslims regard the first four caliphs (Abu Bakr, Umar ibn
al-Khattab, Uthman ibn Affan and Ali ibn Abi Talib) as "al-
Khulafa' ur- Rashidun” or "The Rightly Guided Caliphs." Sunnis
also believe that the position of caliph may be attained
democratically, by gaining a majority of the votes, but after the
Rashidun, the position turned into a hereditary dynastic rule
because of the divisions started by the Umayyads and others. After
the fall of the Ottoman Empire in 1923, there has never been
another caliph as widely recognized in the Muslim world.

Recent divisions

In recent times, followers of the classical Sunni schools of
jurisprudence and kalam (rationalistic theology) on one hand, and
Islamists and Salafis such as Wahhabis and Ahle Hadith, who
follow a literalist reading of early Islamic sources, on the other,
have laid competing for claims to represent orthodox Sunni Islam.
The former type of Old Islam is sometimes called "Traditional

Islam™. In South Asia, the Barelvi and Deobandi schools represent
further schism within classical Sunni Islam. Islamic modernism is
also a significant development.

The Khawarij movement, Ibadism or Ibadiyya, also known as the
Ibadis (Arabic: al-lbadiyyah), is a school of Islam dominant in
Oman. It is also found in parts of Algeria, Tunisia, Libya, and east
Africa. The movement is said to have been founded around the
year 650 CE or about 20 years after the death of the Islamic
Prophet Muhammad (Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam), predating both
the Sunni and Shia denominations. Modern historians trace back
the origins of the denomination to a moderate current of the
Khawarij movement; contemporary Ibadis strongly object to being
classified as Kharijites, although they recognize that their
movement originated with the Kharijite secession of 657 CE.

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CHAPTER: 6

Caste system in Islam

Islam does not recognize any castes, Muslim communities in South
Asia apply a system of social stratification. It developed as a result
of ethnic segregation between the foreign conquerors (Ashraf)
"noble” and the local converts (Ajlaf), as well as the influence of
the indigenous Sanatan culture.

The Indian Muslim society also split on the basis of the existing
Sanatan caste system, In India people from the Sanatan religion
converted to Islam and brought their original caste system to the
Muslim society in the region.

The 14th-century political thinker of the Delhi Sultanate
recommended that the "Prophet Muhammad (Sallallahu Alayhi wa
Sallam) family™ and "noble" (i.e. Ashrafs) be given a higher social
status than the low-born (i.e. Ajlaf).

Beginning in the 19th century, the British scholars of India first
cataloged the various Muslim castes.

Over the centuries, like other South Asian societies, the Muslim
society in the region has evolved into the concept of caste purity
and pollution. Hence, the low-class (Ajlaf) Muslims in the region
have faced other discrimination. In 20th century India, the upper-
class (Ashraf) Muslims dominated the government jobs and
parliamentary representation. As a result, there have been
campaigns to include lower social classes among the groups
eligible for affirmative action in India under SC and STs Provision
act.
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In India’'s Bihar state, cases have been reported in which the higher
caste Muslims have opposed the burials of lower caste Muslims in
the same graveyard.

A study in a Pakistani village found that a caste-like hierarchy
exists in the Muslim community of the town. The sweeper group is
ranked the lowest. The other Muslim communities do not allow the
sweepers to touch the cooking vessels of the upper-ranking groups
of Muslims.

e Ashraf, who claim foreign-origin descent from Balochs,
Afghans, Arabs, Persians, Turks, etc., e.g. Sayed, Mughal,
Baloch, Pathan, and Sheikh

o Converts from upper castes, e.g. Muslim Rajput.

e Converts from other "clean" castes, e.g. Darzi, Dhobi,
Dhuniya, Gaddi, Faqir, Hajjam (Nai), Julaha, Kabaria,
Kumhar, Kunjra, Mirasi, Manihar and Teli.

e Converts from untouchable castes which are considered
clean by Muslims and part of Umma, e.g. Bhangi.

The Holy Qur’an states that all humans are the descendants of one
man Adam and are therefore brothers to one another.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Hujurat. 49, Verse. 13

O mankind! We have created you from a male and a female, and
made you into nations and tribes, that you may know one another.
Verily, the most honourable of you with Allah is that (believer)
who has At-Tagwa [i.e. he is one of the Muttagun (The Holy
Qur’an - see Surah Al-Bagarah. 2, Verse. 2). Verily, Allah is All-
Knowing, All-Aware.

When Allah Subhanahu wa Ta'ala says to mankind in the Holy
Qur'an! We have created you with a man and a woman, then who
divided the Muslims into different castes.

Who is that, who change the verdict of Allah Subhanahu wa Ta'ala
can they be Muslim?

If anybody will ask who are you? Then the answer must be | am a
Muslim don't divide yourself into sects and caste if you are a
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Muslim and at the time of Nikah follow the instruction of Allah
Subhanahu wa Ta'ala according to the Holy Qur'an.

In Islam marriage is permitted for a man with a chaste woman
either Muslim or from the People of the Book (Jews, and
Christians) but not for polytheists or "idolaters".

Allah Subhanahu wa Ta'ala says in the Holy Qur’an.

The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Ma'idah. 5: Verse. 5

Made lawful to you this day are At-Tayyibat [all kinds of Halal
(lawful) foods, which Allah has made lawful (meat of slaughtered
eatable animals, milk products, fats, vegetables, and fruits). The
food (slaughtered cattle, eatable animals) of the people of the
Scripture (Jews and Christians) is lawful to you and yours is lawful
to them. (Lawful to you in marriage) are chaste women from the
believers and chaste women from those who were given the
Scripture (Jews and Christians) before your time when you have
given their due Mahr (bridal - money given by the husband to his
wife at the time of marriage), desiring chastity (i.e. taking them in
legal wedlock) not committing illegal sexual intercourse, nor
taking them as girl-friends. And whosoever disbelieves in Faith
[i.e. in the Oneness of Allah and in all the other Articles of Faith
i.e. His (Allah's) Angels, His Holy Books, His Messengers, the
Day of Resurrection and Al-Qadar (Divine Preordainments)], then
fruitless is his work; and in the Hereafter, he will be among the
losers.

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CHAPTER: 7

Mahr Vs Dowry

Mahr

What is Mehr and why it is important in Islam?

Islam has given some rights to both genders who are tied in a bond
of marriage. Among the rights of a wife, one of the most important
rights is Mahr. This is the money that a husband is supposed to
give to his wife when the marriage contract is completed.

The Holy Qur’an in Surah An-Nisa. 4, verse: 4
And give to the women (whom you marry) their Mahr (obligatory
bridal money given by the husband to his wife at the time of
marriage) with a good heart; but if they, of their own good
pleasure, remit any part of it to you, take it, and enjoy it without
fear of any harm (as Allah has made it lawful).

Mahr is the token of respect and honour to the woman. It can be
given according to the capability of a person.

The Holy Qur’an in Surah Al-Baqarah. 2, verse: 236

There is no sin on you, if you divorce women while yet you have
not touched (had sexual relation with) them, nor appointed unto
them their Mahr (bridal money given by the husband to his wife at
the time of marriage). But bestow on them (A suitable gift), the
rich according to his means, and the poor according to his means, a
gift of reasonable amount is a duty on the doers of good.

The Mahr is often paid to the bride in parts. The Mahr amount
given to the bride at the signing of the marriage contract is called a
'muajjal, which is paid at the time of marriage (Nikah) but 99% is
not paid at the time of marriage (Nikah) just mention in Nikah
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contract paper and around 95% are not paying Mahr in rest of his
life. Giving of Mahr is compulsory under Islamic Law but dowry is
prohibited under Dowry Prohibition Act.

Dowry
Islam has no concept of giving dowry, but still, in several Muslim

customs, this tradition seems to be increased. Particularly in
regions like India, Pakistan, and Bangladesh. In actual fact, the
custom of giving dowry has never been legitimated by Islam and is
not widely spread among Muslims of another ethnicity. It appears
to be the replication of previous religious custom in which
daughters have no share in the property of the family but were
given expenditures that could be in the form of households. On the
contrary, the daughter in Islam has the full right to their family
property and inheritance.

Dowry is mostly given in the form of cash, goods, or belongings
by the bride’s family to the bridegroom in order to catch the
attention of her in-laws and her husband and moreover after
marring would become the property of him or his family, which is
not practiced in Islam and is against the principals of Islam. In
Islam, it is not allowed that a woman to be owed by a family or be
traded in such a way. As it is offensive behaviour to demand
money from the bridegroom or his family from the bride or his
relatives.

Before Prophet Muhammad (Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam), this
concept was considered the property of the girl’s custodian. The
concept of presenting bride gifts of cash or property or spending a
lot on a grand wedding feast, presenting a house, or giving
furniture for their house and household possessions are absent to
the discretion of the people involved in Islam. If we take the
example of Prophet Muhammad (Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam) he
has also sawed the marriages of his four daughters.

When Hazrat Fatima got married to Hazrat Ali bin Abi Talib,
Prophet Muhammad (Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam) gave her
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various gifts but there is no evidence of giving gifts to any of his
other daughters at the time of their marriages. If giving gifts would
be practiced in Islam he would have given these to them as well
and the gifts he has given to his daughter Fatima were very modest
household items which include a bed sheet, a leather water bag,
and a pillow that was stuffed with grass and fibre.

What is Dowry?

Dowry means any property or valuable security given or agreed to
be given by the bride to the groom.

Under Dowry Prohibition Act, 1961 “dowry” means any property
or valuable security given or agreed to be given either directly or
indirectly. The dowry refers to the durable goods, cash, and real or
movable property that the bride’s family gives to the bridegroom,
his parents, or his relatives as a condition of the marriage. Dowry
is essentially in the nature of a payment in cash, jewelry, electrical
appliances, furniture, bedding, crockery, utensils, and other
household items that help the newlyweds set up their homes.
Dowry is referred to as Jahez in Arabic. The dowry system can put
a great financial burden on the bride’s family. In some cases, the
dowry system leads to crime against women, ranging from
emotional abuse and injury to even deaths. The payment of dowry
has long been prohibited under specific Indian Laws including the
Dowry Prohibition Act, 1961, and subsequently by sections 304A
and 498A of the Indian Penal Code.

Dowry is a non-Muslim custom, India, Pakistan, and Bangladesh
Muslims have converted Muslims from non-Muslims so still
follow the same custom due to lack of Islamic knowledge.

Mahr vs Dowry

Mahr and dowry are two different concepts. These concepts differ
on a very essential basis; where dowry is a social evil while the
other, Mahr provides the women financial security during and after
the marriage. Mahr is given by the husband to the wife whereas
dowry, most of the time is given by the family of the wife to the
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husband. Mahr is for the benefit of the wife and dowry is a
financial burden on the wife. Women are tortured for the dowry
and it is the right of the Muslim woman to get Mahr from her
husband either before marriage or after marriage as decided.
Giving of Mahr is compulsory under Islamic Law but dowry is
prohibited under Dowry Prohibition Act. Mahr or dower has to be
given to the wife however she is vested with discretion to remit it
but giving, taking, demanding, or even advertising for dowry is an
offense. Fixing of Mahr depends upon the social status of husband
and wife and their family, qualifications, wife’s age, and beauty
whereas dowry is given due to obligations of economic, social, and
religious factors.

The killing of a female child is an effect of dowry

Women before Prophet Muhammad (Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam)
in Saudi Arabic.

Female Infanticide: There is no doubt that Arabs committed
infanticide before Prophet Muhammad (Sallallahu Alayhi wa
Sallam). It was not a new thing nor was it limited to one group of
tribes. Young girls were usually the victims of this dreadful
practice, however, young boys may have also been killed once
there were no more girls left. It was said proverbially, "The
dispatch of daughters is a kindness" and "The burial of daughters is
anoble deed.”

In Arabia, as among other primitive people, child murder was
carried out in such a way that no blood was shed, and the infant
was buried alive. Often the grave was ready by the side of the bed
on which the daughter was born. Although the practice of
infanticide had once been general, it had nearly died out by the
time of the prophet, except among a few tribes, such as the Tamim.
In the present day, female children were killed by abortion in
India, Pakistan, and Bangladesh due to afraid of dowry and we are

responsible for the same because we are part of this system.

Why are Muslims being crushed?

There are three categories of Muslims as follows.

1. Muslim by following Islamic rules given by Allah and
Prophet Muhammad (Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam),
through The Holy Qur’an and authentic Hadith.

Iraq wanted
to seize control of the rich oil-producing Iranian border region of
Khuzestan, a territory inhabited largely by ethnic Arabs over which
Irag sought to extend some form of suzerainty.

War for power ruler, according to many surveys around 500,000
Iragi and lIranian soldiers died over the course of the war, in
addition to an estimated 100,000 civilians. As Result Muslims
were killed by Muslims.

The civil war_in _Syria: A peaceful uprising against Bashar al-
Assad the president of Syria almost 11 years ago turned into a full-
scale civil war. The conflict has left more than 500,000 people
dead. Cities and countries were devastated. As Result Muslims
were killed by Muslims.
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The Syrian Observatory for Human Rights: A UK-based
monitoring group with a network of sources on the ground had
documented the deaths of 367,965 people by December 2018.

The figure did not include 192,035 people who it said were
missing and presumed dead. The civil war still going on.

Yemen crisis: The conflict has its roots in the failure of a political
transition supposed to bring stability to Yemen following an Arab
Spring uprising that forced its longtime authoritarian president, Ali
Abdullah Saleh, to hand over power to his deputy, Abdrabbuh
Mansour Hadi, in 2011. The civil war began in September 2014
when Hadi forces took over the capital city Sana'a, which was
followed by a rapid Hadi takeover of the government.
Concurrently, a coalition led by Saudi Arabia launched military
operations by using airstrikes to restore the former Yemeni
government. More than 60% of civilian deaths have been the result
of Saudi-led airstrikes, the UN says.

As president, Mr. Hadi struggled to deal with a variety of
problems, including attacks by jihadists, a separatist movement in
the south, the continuing loyalty of security personnel to Saleh, as
well as corruption, unemployment, and food insecurity.

UN humanitarian office puts Yemen war dead at 233,000, mostly
from ‘indirect causes' Millions of children across Yemen face
serious threats due to malnutrition, in particular, and the lack of
basic health services. All these threats are caused by the ongoing
war and hostilities in the country.

The UN estimated that says “the war had already caused an
estimated 300,000 deaths, including 131,000 from indirect causes
such as lack of food, health services, and infrastructure”.

Muslims are killed by Muslims by rulers. All the above wars have
led to the killings by the rulers for the sake of power. Islam does
not permit this type of bloodshed in the name of Jihad.

What is the Taliban did in Afghanistan?
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So many terrorists organization active in Pakistan are called
themselves Jihadi organizations but the fact is that they are bloody
murderers and Allah will not forgive them.

Who is doing the blast in the Pakistan Mosque hundreds of dead
and thousands of wounded who is responsible for the blast?

From time to time the same incident is repeated and the
Government of Pakistan does nothing because the Government of
Pakistan himself responsible for the same.

Narrated: Jareer ibn ‘Abdullah said The Prophet Muhammad
(Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam) forbade, making food by the family
of the deceased and invite people to come and eat.

Narrated by Ahmad, 6866; classed as saheeh by al-Albaani in
Talkhees Ahkaam al-Janaa’iz.

‘Abdullah said: We used to regard gathering with the family of the
deceased and making food after the burial as coming under the
same heading as wailing.

This type of custom is not in Islam it's a custom of non-Muslims
we are surrounded by non-Muslims for that reason we are adopting
the same custom it's called the majority effect.

It is not permissible to go to these meals and gatherings; rather
what must be done is to tell people not to do that and to explain to
them that it is contrary to Islam.

With regard to reciting the Holy Qur’an together, if the group starts
to recite the Holy Qur’an together in unison, this is another
innovation; this was not narrated from the Prophet (Sallallahu
Alayhi wa Sallam) or from any of his Companions.

You should not attend such gatherings and if you do attend then
you should explain to them that this action is not mentioned in
Islam. If they do not listen to you, you should leave, because the
Prophet Muhammad (Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam) said: "Whoever
sees a bad deed among you, let him replace it with his own hands;
if he cannot, then with his tongue; and if he cannot, then with his
heart, and he is the weakest in faith."
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Instead of Qul (3 days), Chaliswan (40 days), and Barsi (Yearly)
we will try to do the following Sadagah Jariyah in our life.

5 Acts of Sadagah Jaariyah in Islam.

In Islam, there are many acts that can lead to immeasurable
rewards - both today and in our Hereafter; these acts are commonly
referred to as sadagah jariyah.

Sadagah jariyah is an act of giving in a way that keeps on giving.
For example, if you were to invest in planting a tree, that tree
would then go on to provide shelter for as long as it stands —
meaning you shall receive an ongoing reward for as long as it
stands, too.

The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Hadid. 57, Verse. 18

Verily, those who give Sadagat (i.e. Zakat and alms), men and
women, and lend Allah a goodly loan, it shall be increased
manifold (to their credit), and theirs shall be an honourable good
reward (i.e. Paradise).

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CHAPTER: 12

Twenty Verses of the Holy Qur’an

1. The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-An’am 6, Verse. 159:
Verily, those who divide their religion and break up into
sects (all kinds of religious sects), you (O Muhammad
Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam) have no concern in them in
the least. Their affair is only with Allah, Who then will tell
them what they used to do.

2. The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Imran 3, Verse. 103:
And hold fast, all of you together, to the Rope of Allah (i.e.
this Qur’an), and be not divided among yourselves, and
remember Allah's Favour on you, for you were enemies
one to another but He joined your hearts together, so that,
by His Grace, you became brethren (in Islamic Faith), and
you were on the brink of a pit of Fire, and He saved you
from it. Thus Allah makes His Ayat (proofs, evidences,
verses, lessons, signs, revelations, etc.,) clear to you, that
you may be guided.

3. The Holy Qur’an, Surah AI-Mu’minun 23, Verse. 53:
But they (men) have broken their religion among them into
sects, each group rejoicing in what is with it (as its beliefs).

4. The Holy Qur’an, Surah Ghafir 40, Verse. 60:
And your Lord said: "Invoke Me, [i.e. believe in My
Oneness (Islamic Monotheism) and ask Me for anything] |
will respond to your (invocation). Verily! Those who scorn
My worship [i.e. do not invoke Me, and do not believe in
My Oneness, (Islamic Monotheism)] they will surely enter
Hell in humiliation!™

5. The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Bagarah 2, Verse. 152:
Therefore remember Me (by praying, glorifying), I will
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remember you, and be grateful to Me (for My countless
Favours on you) and never be ungrateful to Me.

6. The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Imran 3, Verse. 185:
Everyone shall taste death. And only on the Day of
Resurrection shall you be paid your wages in full. And
whoever is removed away from the Fire and admitted to
Paradise, he indeed is successful. The life of this world is
only the enjoyment of deception (a deceiving thing).

7. The Holy Qur’an, Surah Lugman 31, Verse. 34:
Verily, Allah! With Him (Alone) is the knowledge of the
Hour, He sends down the rain, and knows that which is in
the wombs. No person knows what he will earn tomorrow,
and no person knows in what land he will die. Verily, Allah
is All-Knower, All-Aware (of things).

8. The Holy Qur’an: Surah At-Taubah 9, Verse. 28
O you who believe (in Allah's Oneness and in His
Messenger (Muhammad Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam)!
Verily, the Mushrikun (polytheists, pagans, idolaters,
disbelievers in the Oneness of Allah, and in the Message of
Muhammad Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam) are Najasun
(impure). So let them not come near Al-Masjid-al-Haram
(at Makkah) after this year, and if you fear poverty, Allah
will enrich you if He wills, out of His Bounty. Surely,
Allah is All-Knowing, All-Wise.

9. The Holy Qur’an, Surah An-Nahl 16, Verse. 23:
Certainly, Allah knows what they conceal and what they
reveal. Truly, He likes not the proud.

10. The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Isra 17, Verse. 23:
And your Lord has decreed that you worship none but Him.
And that you be dutiful to your parents. If one of them or
both of them attain old age in your life, say not to them a
word of disrespect, nor shout at them but address them in
terms of honour.

11. The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Ankabut 29, Verse. 45:
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Recite (O Muhammad Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam) what
has been revealed to you of the Book (the Qur’an), and
perform As-Salat (Igamat-as-Salat). Verily, As-Salat (the
prayer) prevents from Al-Fahsha' (i.e. great sins of every
kind, unlawful sexual intercourse) and Al-Munkar (i.e.
disbelief, polytheism, and every kind of evil wicked deed)
and the remembering (praising) of (you by) Allah (in front
of the angels) is greater indeed than your remembering
(praising) of Allah in prayers. And Allah knows what you
do.

12. The Holy Qur’an, Surah Ar-Ra’d 13, Verse. 11:
For him (each person), there are angels in succession,
before and behind him. They guard him by the Command
of Allah. Verily! Allah will not change the (good) condition
of a people as long as they do not change their state (of
goodness) themselves (by committing sins and by being
ungrateful and disobedient to Allah). But when Allah wills
a people's punishment, there can be no turning back of it,
and they will find besides Him no protector.

13. The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Imran 3, Verse. 139:
So do not become weak (against your enemy), nor be sad,
and you will be superior (in victory) if you are indeed (true)
believers.

14. The Holy Qur’an, Surah Al-Isra 17, Verse. 31:
And Kill not your children for fear of poverty. We shall
provide for them as well as for you. Surely, the killing of
them is a great sin.

15. The Holy Qur’an, Surah Maryam 19, Verse. 95:
And every one of them will come to Him alone on the Day
of Resurrection (without any helper, or protector or
defender).

16. The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Kahf 18. Verse. 46
Wealth and children are the adornment of the life of this
world. But the good righteous deeds, that last, are better
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with your Lord for rewards and better in respect of hope.

17. The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al Nisa. 4, Verse. 59:
O you who believe! Obey Allah and obey the Messenger
(Muhammad Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam), and those of
you (Muslims) who are in authority. (And) if you differ in
anything amongst yourselves, refer it to Allah and His
Messenger (Sallallahu Alayhi wa Sallam), if you believe in
Allah and in the Last Day. That is better and more suitable
for final determination.

18. The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al —Bagarah. 2, Verse. 30.
And (remember) when your Lord said to the angels:
"Verily, 1 am going to place (mankind) generations after
generations on earth."” They said: "Will You place therein
those who will make mischief therein and shed blood, -
while we glorify You with praises and thanks and sanctify
You." He (Allah) said: "I know that which you do not
know."

19. The Holy Qur’an: Surah Al-Jathiyah. 45, Verse. 26.
Say (to them): "Allah gives you life, then causes you to die,
then He will assemble you on the Day of Resurrection
about which there is no doubt. But most of mankind know
not."

20. The Holy Qur’an: Surah At-Tur. 52, Verse. 21.
And those who believe and whose offspring follow them in
Faith: to them shall We join their offspring, and We shall
not decrease the reward of their deeds in anything. Every
person is a pledge for that which he has earned.
